VENDOR LIST:

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RAILROAD:


The Port has received the insurance binder from Massman Construction who is currently doing the work on the railroad. The check for the first months lease for the cargo deck is on the way.


The railroad is in need of heavy equipment operators for the work they are doing in the area and will be conducting a job fair. The Port will take in the resumes for them and Mayor Carroll Snyder said they can conduct their interviews at the Community Center. Their ad will begin running on Friday, July 14th.

CERTIFICATES OF DEPOSIT:


Lynn has been doing research on cd rates in the parish. All Commissioners were given a chart showing different rates at a few banks and the amount of interest to be gained.

NATIONAL WATERWAYS CONFERENCE:


The Port has received information on the National Waterways Conference to be held in St. Louis on September 26th – 28th. All Commissioners are asked to confirm by Friday, July 21st so travel arrangements can begin to be made.
DELECK (ALON)


The deadline of July 15th is the notice of the due diligence period for MRT. Kevin Roy with Deleck (previously Alon) has become involved and forwarded the contracts to their office in Dallas before July 1st. As soon as Deleck gives him permission, he will contact the Port. On July 15th, the Port should receive a letter from the title company saying what deficiencies need to be cured. Port Attorney Jacque Pucheu says there should only be a couple of those which are the Deleck sublease on the sphere with MRT and the new lease with Port and MRT. 
DOTD APPLICATION:


The DOTD application for the bank stabilization on Dock #3 has come back to Lynn. They want a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) which is required as part of the application process. Deleck has agreed to put up a local match of 10% of the funds up to a ceiling of $600,000.00 to help get the application approved. They will allow the Port to acknowledge that in the application. The funds will only be used on the bank stabilization problems on Dock #3 which is Port property. No funds will be used on private property. The MOU will reflect that and Deleck is in agreement on that.
PORT OF ST. BERNARD:

The briefs were due to be filed by the private property owners by July 8th or 9th and they were filed. The Port of St. Bernard was due to file theirs by the end of the month and the Port Authority of Louisiana will then file the amicus brief. Then the Supreme Court will set the date for argument. Mr. Pucheu will let the Port know when that date becomes available.
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The next meeting date was scheduled for August 07, 2017. There being no
further business, Commissioner Vernon Haynes motioned for the meeting to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Monita Reed.
