Commissioners Scott 
Tiffee, John David Frith, Clark Hill, James Kelly, Barry Maxwell, and Pat Mabray answered roll 
call.

 After no public comments were made, the Board approved March minutes on a motion 
by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Hill.

Mississippi River Levee in Madison Parish.  Approval was granted on motion by Commissioner 
Frith 2nd by Commissioner Hill.  Approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval. 
 After hearing no public comments, on motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by 
Commissioner Varner, Board approved resolution giving USACE, Vicksburg District, rights-of-
entry, including ingress and egress, in Tensas Parish for a two-year period beginning May 30, 
2017, in conjunction with Flood Control/Mississippi River Tributaries, West Bank Mississippi 
River Levees, Item 398-R, Tensas Parish Louisiana. 
 There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by 
Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Frith.
