The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, January 10, 2017, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on December 5, 2016 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated 1. The application ATF permit was submitted to DNR and now the Corps is reviewing. 2. The application for maintenance on the back levee is 95% complete. 3. The application for the lights by the Fifi Island Rock Breakwater has been received and lights will be ordered. 4 We have permits that will expire later this year and will be extended before they expire. 5. Waiting on funding to build breakwater by Wake Side Marina. 6. Working on Thunder Bayou Breakwater Project to add more breakwaters.
A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to authorize the expenses for the Washington DC trip in March 2017.
President Camardelle stated that we are working on getting funding to complete the segmented breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle. He is going to Washington DC to give the Louisiana Delegation an update on Grand Isle Projects in February 2017 and then back in March with the Lower Mississippi Valley Association. Mr. Camardelle thanked Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, Jefferson Parish Officials, Senator Cassidy, Representative Scalise, and Representative Graves for helping with the continuation of rock breakwaters to help save Grand Isle from future storms.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve expenses associated with operating the levee board.
