The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, February 15, 2017, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on January 26, 2017 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated 1. The packets for the DC trip are being prepared. 2. The After The fact permit is being reviewed for wetland access. 3. The lights for Fifi Island Project has been replaced. The old lights will be looked at and see if we can reuse them later. 4. Reach 1 & 2 Levee repair has been submitted and DNR is reviewing. 5. Some levee board permits will expire in July and will be renewed at that time.
President Camardelle stated that the he is working with Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, the Governor’s Office, CPRA and Jefferson Parish Officials on Elmer’s Island trying to reopen for visitors and on the Hurricane Protection Levee issues on the western side of Grand Isle.  We are also working on building breakwaters along Bayou Thunder and Beverly Lane from the parish line. The project is estimated around seven million dollars but scaling down with only Bayou Thunder is around two million dollars to install rock breakwaters. Mr. Camardelle stated that the levee board commissioners will be going to Washington and meet with the Louisiana Delegation as well as the Corps of Engineers Colonels and inform them of all current and future projects.
A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve expenses associated with operating the levee board.
