The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, July 14, 2021, at 
3:00 p.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Michael Scioneaux  

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on June 23, 2021, as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated that 1. Stated he getting with Lebro Construction to get additional insurance to install navigational lights. They will install 20 navigational light, poles and day boards. 2.  Talked about the Hebert sludge gates. Joint motion by the levee board commissioners to hire Outer Limit Contractors to install 2-24” sludge gates for the price of $6,300.00. 3.Picciola Construction will tear down the building on Chighizola next week. 4. Working with FEMA to reimburse to install the sludge gates. 5. Levee inspection is due and the grass needs to be cut on the levees.  
President Camardelle stated he is working with Cox to install the culvers and gates. We need to have a public hearing for the new levee alignment on the back of the island. The levee board will use Capital Outlay money to start the levee. We still need two more segmented rock breakwaters to finish on the north side of Grand Isle and renourish some rocks. He thanked the Governor, Chip Kline with CPRA, Jefferson Parish President and Jefferson Parish Councilmen Templet and Marion Edwards, town officials and port officials. He also thanked Senator Connick and Representative Orgeron for helping secure money for Grand Isle. He is working with our federal delegation to change the wording to help with the front levee when it gets damaged from weather systems. Hurricane Season is upon us, please stay weather alert.  
Mr. Weldon Danos addressed the commissioners and stated that the port is working on dredging Bayou Rigaud and the Barataria Bar Channel.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux and unanimously agreed to introduce the following resolution:
