  MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, July 19, 2023, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Community Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr, Michael Scioneaux

Absent:  0
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

Motion by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on June 28, 2023, as written.

Mr. Chad Verrett from GI LNG was recognized and gave the following report: The LNG is in the permitting process and this will take time at lease 360 days. The LNG will be 13 miles offshore of Grand Isle. The GI LNG will use Grand Isle as a support system for the LNG. This will bring more jobs to the area.

Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering was recognized and gave the following report: 

1. Working with Facility and Planning to continue the levee on the north side of Grand Isel.  2. Met with the Hazard Mitigation with FEMA to add matting to the Hebert Levee. 3. GIS Engineering is working on a grant from NOAA for the Bayou Thunder Project. This project is shovel ready. 4. Working on a FIFI Island grant design information as needed. 5. Aims Group is working on the Orange Lane Pump Station bid package. 

6. Waiting on Cox for property owners. Might have to consider expropriating property to install the culvers and flood gates. 7. The Cheniere Caminada Breakwater Project is complete.
Mr. Weldon Danos from the Grand Isle Port Commission addressed the board and gave the following report: The port is looking into a slip that could be used to tumble, sort, and clean the AOC oysters with a security fence, roof, and slab. Getting all port property appraised. 
President Camardelle stated that Senator Pat Connick and Representative Joe Orgeron was good to Grand Isle and when we needed them, they helped get funding for our projects. He thanked Congressman Ricky Templet and Marion Edwards, Jefferson Parish President Cheng, the Governor, CPRA, the town, the levee board commissioners, and the port for working with Grand Isle. He also thanked the federal delegation, Steve Scalise, Troy Carter, Garrett Graves, Bill Cassidy, and John Kennedy for their help with levee board projects. He stated we are in hurricane season and to continue to pray for no storms in the Gulf of Mexico. 
Motion by Commissioner Scioneaux, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve all the expenses presented associated with operating the levee board.
