The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Thursday, September 17, 2020, at 
10:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer 
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on August 18, 2020 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated that 1. A meeting is being held today to discuss levees and flood gates with Cox Entergy. 2. The Landry Pump Station is complete. Waiting on funding for this project. Other pump stations still have work to be completed by other engineering firms.  3. A joint motion was made by the commissioners to approve GIS Engineering to apply for Capital Outlay for the levee district.  4. A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to approve $50,000.00 to the GIS Engineering Contract. 5. The levee district needs to monitor Hebert Flood gates to make sure they stay open. The state comes down and inspects the gates.  
President Camardelle stated that we have been through 3 hurricanes that effect Grand Isle with water and high tides. He thanked the town, levee board, CPRA, the Governor and his staff, Jefferson Parish Officials, State Senator and Representative for keeping in touch with us and sending pumps, fuel and manpower to help pump the tidal water. He also stated that he is working with our federal delegation to get the language changed to have the Hurricane Levee repaired whenever it is damaged. Will meet with Cox Energy later today for levees and flood gates needed. He thanked Joe Chauvin and Oneil Malbrough for helping with storm preparations. He also thanked Commissioner Besson for always cleaning the highway after each storm to let the people come back to the island when it is safe to come home.
