The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Friday, September 25, 2015, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on September 8, 2015 as read.

President Camardelle stated that everyone is invited to the Fifi Island Rock and Restoration Dedication Monday, October 5, 2015 at 6:00 pm at the end of Walnut Lane. Senator Garrett Graves will be there to cut the ribbon. Senator Graves worked for the state in CPRA and helped to secure the funding for this project. This project cost six million dollars and will help with tidal action from weather conditions.
President Camardelle also thanked Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, CPRA, CBI, the Governor’s Office and Staff for working with the levee district when we lobby for more rock breakwaters. CPRA is looking for additional funding for the Fifi Island Rock and Restoration Project. Grand Isle is unique because we have to build breakwaters first and then build levees on Grand Isle to help protect the island, people and businesses.  The levee board also works closely with the Town and the Port Commission on dredging projects. 
President Camardelle wants everyone to stay prepared during this hurricane season. Storms and tropical systems effects everyone living in Grand Isle and by being prepared this hurricane season you can be live close to normal during this time of year. Pumps and levees are constantly monitored to help keep us safe.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.
