Mr. Donald Ray Henry, Executive Director informed the Commissioners that the building has been secured with new locks and security audio and video surveillance cameras added. All meetings will be videoed with sound. He also discussed the invoices submitted by Engineer Firms for the Upper Barataria Reduction Risk Project. The Board of Commissioners advised Mr. Henry to call the Engineer Firms and request an itemized bill of work being performed. A meeting will be held at the Levee District office on April 25, 2018 at 9:30 am with the Engineer Firms. 
Mr. Henry told the Commissioners, he would inform them of House Bills being introduced or discussed at the Legislative Session pertaining to the Levee District.
Mr. Kevin Hebert brought up a discussion with the Commissioners in reference to the by-laws, nominations and election of officers that took place at the regular meeting on April 4, 2018. Mr. Henry stated that because the new by-laws passed at the regular meeting state that the nominations be taken 

up at the Regular meeting in April, which was not on the April agenda and failed to be place on the April agenda by a 2/3 vote. 
The process to change officers of the Levee District had to wait till April 2019. Mr. Eric Matherne asked to be placed on the Regular Meeting Agenda of May 1, 2018 to variance of the by-laws and nominate officers in May, vote in June and new officers take effect in July. Mr. Henry state that he would have to counsel the Boards Attorney in reference to his request to be placed on the agenda. He stated to change the by-laws a 30 day notice has to be given. Mr. Eric Matherne stated he was not asking to change the by-laws that were passed at the April regular meeting. He was asking for a variance of the by-laws.
