Captain Palmer stated he wanted to give the Commissioners a resignation letter from Jason Barnett.  He has resigned from the program.  They are looking for a replacement.  Captain Johnathan Goniere and Captain Scott Lattiere were two candidates.

Captain Palmer stated the Pilots decided the best candidate to enter the pilot apprentice program would be Johnathan Goniere.  He asked the Board to approve Mr. Goniere’s apprenticeship beginning May 4, 2016.  
Captain Palmer stated they are funded for training until January 2019. 
They may come back in approximately 5-6 months because they have an additional retirement in June of 2018.  They are trying to take care of the actual attrition.  They are not building pilot complements for any of the LNG users.  They are just taking care of the attrition issue.
Captain Lemon offered a motion to approve the apprenticeship of Johnathan Goniere into the Lake Charles Pilot apprentice program.  Mr. Drost seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
