1. Free Standing Birthing Facilities Update: HB 536 of the 2019 Regular Session authorizes LDH to promulgate and publish rules and regulations for the licensing of free-standing birth centers. As of January they were working on language related to those rules. Once that is finalized, there will be a period for public comment. The commission will be kept up-to date. 
2. Update on LDH Legislative Package- Discussion centered around these following items being considered for legislation

· Maternal Autopsy- A study resolution to determine the feasibility of conducting autopsies on all maternal deaths. It is likely that the Commission will be named to conduct the study. (Hilferty to sponsor) 
· Route Cause Analysis – that a root-cause analysis be conducted within a specified time frame in all hospitals and birthing facilities, upon a maternal death (Duplessis, sponsor) 

· Sickle Cell Commission- proposing opening up the legislation that establishes this Commission to make meeting location and membership changes.  
3.  Legislative Reports- 
· Response to HR 294 /SR 240 Addressing Disparities in Maternal and Child Health Outcomes for African Americans: Summit Recommendations Report has posted. It will be emailed to members. 

· One of the recommendations from the above report related to Pregnancy and Postpartum Health Insurance Coverage in Louisiana has been examined by Amy and her team, and an internal research issue brief has been prepared. This will be sent to members. 

· HMHB, Newborn Screening Study HCR 34 SCR 16, are still making their way through LDH approvals. These will be sent out as soon as they are posted.
4. March Meeting Agenda – members discussed the agenda for the next in-person meeting. Agenda items include State of State presentation by Dr. Kieltyka, Maternity Levels of Care update, identification and prioritization of recommendations from the recent legislative reports for action. 
5. The draft 2019 Perinatal Commission Report will be sent to members for input, review and feedback.
