I'll ask Chief Rogillio
to please lead us in The Pledge, followed by a brief
moment of silence.

MR. GURVICH: Thank you. May we have a quorum
call, please. No one wants to sit next to me,
apparently.

(Roll call.)

MR. GURVICH: Okay. We have a quorum. Do we do

the reading of the minutes, I guess, at this point —

ROGILLIO: Yes, sir.

KENNEDY: (Indicates.)
COTTON: Second.

GURVICH: Motion by Mr. Kennedy, second by
Mr. Gurvich and by Mr. Cotton over there. Any
discussion/debate? All in favor say aye. Any opposed?
The motion passed unanimously. Next matter.

MR. ROGILLIO: Can we skip the —— amend the
agenda and move down to the Miscellaneous, Budget.

MR. GURVICH: Sure. Anybody who is waiting, I

think we can get them up and out before we get into the

GURVICH: — or do I hear a motion to waive?
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hearings. How many hearings do we have today?

MS. AUCOIN: Just one.

MR. GURVICH: Just one. Okay. What's your
pleasure, Chief?

NEW BUSINESS, MISCELLANEOUS, BUDGET

MR. ROGILLIO: Mr. "Mack."

MS. RYLAND: Budget information is stapled in
your packet behind your Agenda. There's a Balance Sheet,
and if you will go on back, you will see the Budget.

MR. MCRIGHT: We're going to cover the Operating
Statement at this time, or the current financial
statements.

MS. RYLAND: You can do that first.

MR. MCRIGHT: Okay. Good morning. Thank y'all.

MR. GURVICH: Good morning. We have several
things to present to you this morning. The first thing
will be — there should be some pages, about four pages
stapled together that says — first page says Balance
Sheet.

MS. RYLAND: That's going to start on the fourth
page of the packet.

MR. MCRIGHT: What we have here 1s the current
financial statements for the month of —— through the
month of April 2014. The balance sheet basically shows
that y'all have cash in money markets on hand of 715, 000.

Then you have property, buildings, furniture, net of
depreciation of 361,000, giving you total assets as of
April 30th, $1,076,971 (sic).

We have Liabilities, Current Liabilities, which is
basically your current payables stuff, and Reserve for
Compensate Absences, a total of 78, 000.

We also have Long-Term Liability. That's Other Post
EFmployment Benefits that's required to be reported now of
493,000. That will probably be going up with the audit
by another 70—, $80,000 for the end of the year.

In comparing to a low — a normal business, y'all
have a retained earnings roughly of $500,000. Of that
amount, 371,000 is invested in capital assets.

On, I guess, two pages over, we have the income and
earnings statement for the period ending —— the ten
months ending October — I mean, April 30th, 2014. We
had Total Revenues year to date as of April 30th of
$798,867. The majority of that, 33 percent, roughly, is
from guard renewals. The other items are — what is
that? Was that guard renewals? I'm sorry. Guard apps
and re—-apps and renewals. That, plus guard renewals of
70,000, gives you roughly 40 percent of your revenue for
the year through April 30th.

On the bottom part of the page, you have $707,000
worth of expenses. The majority of that is roughly

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$400,000 worth of payroll. So roughly half of your
expenditures go to cover payroll for the period so far.

The other items were all the investigators, your
pensions in here. Those are your — LASERS is $97,000.
So you take LASERS and your regular payroll. That's 60
percent, a little more than 60 percent of your operating
expenses for the period.

That's just a basic summary of where we stand as of
April 30th. We will get into more details as we move
over here to the budget items. We'll kind of explain our
projections to get you through June 30th, and maybe we
can — unless y'all have any specific questions about
this, before we can move on at this time.

MR. GURVICH: For the year, you would be
somewhere north of 150,000 in retained earnings based on
a straight line projection?

MR. MCRIGHT: Of retained earnings?

MR. GURVICH: Right. Your ending retained
earnings for the 12th month. This is a ten-month, is it
not?

MR. MCRIGHT: Right. That is for ten months.

MR. GURVICH: So you would be somewhere north of
150, 0007

MR. MCRIGHT: Yeah. We're a projecting that

y'all are going to have a profit at the end of June of

$49,000. So if you took the beginning retained earnings
and add 49,000 to it.

MR. GURVICH: This is after everything is
deducted?

MR. MCRIGHT: Right.

MR. GURVICH: Right, okay.

MR. MCRIGHT: 1If y'all would like, we can move
on to the Budget Sheet, which, Jane, where are they
appeared in the packet?

MS. RYLAND: Right. Just behind where we were
looking at.

(Ms. Vinson enters hearing.)

MR. MCRIGHT: And there's basically three pages
to it. There are three things we need to do today as far
as proposal y'all will need to make.

We're going to need to amend the budget as of
June 30th to be within the 5 percent guidelines the
legislative auditors require, or Local Budgeting Act,
actually, requires it. That's what Column 4 will be on
that statement we have here: Amended Year-To-Date Budget
of June 30th, 2014.

At the same time, the final column over there is
proposed budget for next year. So as a separate item,
y'all will need to rule on that, as well as pass that as

a motion to accept that this year — I mean, to be for

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next year.

MR. GURVICH: So you want a motion to amend the
budget first, I would assume?

MR. MCRIGHT: We're going to have to actually —

MR. GURVICH: Two motions?

MR. MCRIGHT: Yes. The first will be to amend
the budget. And then we have a second item: We're going
to need to put up a contingency amendment for the budget
we just amended, because we have an item for fingerprint
machine, that if it's placed into service before
June 30th, it will make $50,000 or so difference in the
budget. And that could throw us outside the 5 percent.

So by having a contingency amendment — we will
approve this upon the condition that the fingerprint
machine is in place and working prior to June 30th. Then
we would approve payment of the bill and amend the budget
at the same time.

MR. GURVICH: Have y'all prepared the amendment,
the verbiage on the amendment?

MR. MCRIGHT: No. I didn't. I came up with the
ideas, but the reason I broke them into three, so that we
would have three distinct things that are really
fairly — when we go through these budgets, it will be
things that we are looking at. And the only complicated
thing, I think, is the fact that we're going to have to

amend the budget we just amended under certain
circumstances for prior to June 30th.

See, if we had another board meeting prior to
June 30th, we could amend it then. But since y'all won't
have a board meeting until well after the year-end — the
audit would take place before y'all have another board
meeting — we wouldn't be able to amend the budget to be
within the 5 percent guidelines established by the Local
Budgeting Act.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: Why don't we just go ahead and
do one at a time.

MR. GURVICH: Yes. Well, I would think that's
probably what we would do. So let's take it one at a
time, then. Give me the sense of what you want to do,
and T will try to craft it into a motion.

MR. MCRIGHT: Okay. The first thing we're going
to do, we're going to look at — Column 3 is what we
project the revenues and expenditures to be as of

June 30th, based on the best information we have right

now.

MR. GURVICH: That's 881,000 —

MR. MCRIGHT: —— 157 of Revenues.

MR. GURVICH: All right. And your total
Revenues is —— I just want to make sure I'm on the same
page. This is on Budget Projections — oh, I'm on

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'14-15. What page are you on?
MR. KENNEDY: Page 1.
MR. MCRIGHT: The top should say Louisiana State
Board of Private Security Budget Projections —
GURVICH: Okay.
MCRIGHT: — '14 and '15.
GURVICH: All right. So go ahead.
MCRIGHT: The first page is the Revenues.
GURVICH: Right.

MCRIGHT: Okay. Column 3 is what we expect
the actual projected revenues to be. Column 4 is just we
kind of rounded off to get round numbers for the budget.
So Column 4 will actually be what we're proposing as the
budget for 6/30/14 after all of our adjustments. And
that will be our amended budget.

MR. GURVICH: All right.

MR. MCRIGHT: So we're budgeting — we're saying
that our amended budget should be 882,269 (sic) for the
year ending 6/30/14.

MR. GURVICH: All right. So you want to show —
give me that number again. You want to amend the budget?

MR. MCRIGHT: I want to amend the budget to show
the numbers in Column 4 will be our amended budget for
6/30/14, which show Total Revenues of $882,260 and Total
Expenses of 832,988, leaving a gain of roughly $49,272.

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MR. GURVICH: All right. I will make a motion
to that effect.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: Second.

MR. GURVICH: Motion by Mr. Gurvich, seconded, I
think, by Mr. Duplechain and Mr. Kennedy. Any
debate/discussion? All in favor of the motion say aye.

ALL BOARD MEMBERS: Aye.

MR. GURVICH: Any opposed? The motion passes
unanimously. Thank you. Okay. We got that one out of
the way.

MR. MCRIGHT: That one out of the way. Then the
next thing we will need to do is approve to amend this
budget under the conditions that the fingerprint machine
is 1n place and working. My understanding i1s, right now,
they are not able to get it to work. And so we're not
going to be responsible for it until it's in place and
working. But if that happens prior to June 30th, then we
are committed to it at that time.

MR. GURVICH: Well, in other words, we would
make a motion to authorize the staff and accountancy for
the board to make that amendment based on the existing
conditions at the time; in other words, we won't be
there.

MR. MCRIGHT: Right.

MR. GURVICH: So I think we are authorizing you

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in advance to make the appropriate changes in the P & L.

MR. MCRIGHT: Right. And we have also estimated
that's going to be between 53— and $55,000 if you want to
put a dollar amount to it.

MR. GURVICH: So that works? I mean, we're
going to authorize you all — I guess we can do that.

MR. MCRIGHT: That would be, naturally, if Legal
doesn't have any problems with it.

MR. GURVICH: 1It's just a calendar issue that
has cropped up because of some, you know, problems with
getting this machine on line. So I don't think there is
any reason why we can't authorize you guys to take the
appropriate action in amending the budget at the time to
account for the fact that the machine was placed in
operation before the end of the fiscal year.

MR. MCRIGHT: That's my understanding, yes, sir.

MR. GURVICH: Right. Is there any reason we
can't do that?

MR. ROGILLIO: I don't see why you couldn't.
You're just amending the budget to take care of that
problem.

MR. MCRIGHT: Either way, yes.

MR. GURVICH: So I guess I will make a motion to
authorize the staff and the accountants to make the

necessary changes, that is, to amend the budget to

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account for the fact that this machine may be placed in
operation prior to the end of June 30th, said

amendment not —— said change or amendment not to
exceed ——

MR. GURVICH: —— $55,000. Do I hear a second to
the motion?

MR. KENNEDY: Second.

MR. COTTON: Second.

MR. GURVICH: Motion by Mr. Gurvich jointly
seconded by several board members. Any
debate/discussion?

MR. BAER: I have a question.

MR. GURVICH: Yes, sir.

MR. BAER: Do you know what's wrong with the
machine?

MR. ROGILLIO: There's some IT problems hooking
it up. It's installed, but there's some computer
problems.

MR. GURVICH: Is it physically here?

MR. ROGILLIO: It's here. It's installed in —
Kim's going to be — Kim, Jane, and who else, Cindy are
going to be the three that will operate this.

MR. GURVICH: We haven't accepted, as it were,

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the contractual arrangement until it goes on line?

MR. MCRIGHT: Until it goes on line, correct,
we're not responsible for paying for it.

MR. GURVICH: Right. Does everyone understand
what we're doing?

MS. RYLAND: Actually, it should be next week.

MR. GURVICH: Right. This is just taking
cognizance of the fact that the damn thing is — we don't
know when it's going to come on line. And if it comes on
line after the — 1t goes into the next fiscal year if
it's after June 30th, so we're just trying to take
account of that fact.

Any further questions? All in favor of the motion
on the floor say aye.

ALL BOARD MEMBERS: Aye.

MR. GURVICH: Any opposed? The motion passes
unanimously. Now the final.

MR. MCRIGHT: All right. The final item is the
last column on the four pages we have for the budget
projections, is a proposed budget for the June 30th,
2015, year. Basically, we are keeping it about at where
we were the prior year. We are projecting that Revenues
will be $870,690. Truthfully, it's a guess based upon
historical numbers. As y'all know, these could change

drastically depending on companies moving in or moving

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out.

And, based upon that, we are also projecting we're
going to have $845,000 worth of expenses, that being,
again, your payroll and your retirement making up the
majority of that. So we figure that, under our
projections right now, we are saying you will make about
$25,000 next year.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. Staff, board members,
everyone on board with the numbers? Any questions?

Then I will move to approve the proposed budget for
Fiscal Year 6 — I'm sorry, 7/1/14 to 6/30/15, right?

MR. MCRIGHT: Correct.

MR. GURVICH: Do I hear a second?

MR. DUPLECHAIN: Second.

MR. BAER: Second.

MR. GURVICH: Motion by Mr. Gurvich, second by
Mr. Baer and, I think, Mr. Duplechain over there.
Debate? Discussion? All in favor of the motion as
stated say aye.

ALL BOARD MEMBERS: Aye.

MR. GURVICH: Any opposed? The motion passes
unanimously.

Well, I think that does it. Thank you for being
here.

MR. MCRIGHT: Thank you for doing it. I just

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want to remind y'all that the legislative auditors should
be coming here sometime late July or early August for the
annual audit.

MR. GURVICH: Is that a biannual sort of thing?

MR. MCRIGHT: No. Unfortunately, we do it every
year.

I think my
recollection is we have passed with sterling colors every
year.

MR. MCRIGHT: So far we have had no real
problems.

MR. GURVICH: This looks to me like a pretty
healthy balance sheet, P & L; right?

MR. MCRIGHT: Yes, sir. 1It's in real good shape
right now. I think those actions y'all had taken a
couple of years ago with the additional fees put y'all in
a good solid position, not overly aggressive on it, but
it's keeping y'all in the black, so —

MR. GURVICH: Sure.

MR. MCRIGHT: —— that's what we're looking for.

MR. GURVICH: Thank you for being here today.

MR. MCRIGHT: Well, thank y'all for having me.

MR. GURVICH: Next matter.

NEW BUSINESS, MISCELLANEOUS, APPROVAL OF CONTRACTS

MS. RYLAND: Can we do the contracts?

MR. GURVICH: Do you want to take them one at a
time?

MR. ROGILLIO: Well, I thought we can take them
all together if you just want to approve them.

MR. GURVICH: We have three or four contracts?

MS. RYLAND: Five.

MR. GURVICH: Five. Okay. Does anyone have any
questions regarding any of the contracts?

MS. VINSON: Just standard and maintaining the
same”?

MR. ROGILLIO: It's the same contracts as we
have had in the past. Yes, ma'am.

MR. GURVICH: Any changes in fees or schedules,
anything like that?

MR. ROGILLIO: No, sir.

MR. GURVICH: All right. Well, let's do it in

He didn't show
up at the last meeting. He was notified to be here, but
he didn't show. And whenever he called, I think, Jane
spoke to him.

MS. RYLAND: He did show up, and the meeting
went so long, he left.

MR. ROGILLIO: That's right. He had to go to a
heart doctor or something. He was here, but he had to go
to a heart —

MR. GURVICH: So he's been noticed about two
meetings?

MR. ROGILLIO: Yes. And he called Jane the

(Willie Ann Maxie-Dillon is administered the oath.)

MR. GURVICH: We have Chief Rogillio, who is to
testify. Do you want to swear him in.

(Mr. Wayne Rogillio is administered the oath.)

MR. GURVICH: And, I'm sorry, your name, ma'am?

MS. DILLON: Willie Ann Maxie-Dillon.

MR. GURVICH: Ms. Dillon?

MS. DILION: Mrs., vyes.

MR. GURVICH: Mrs. Dillon. Okay. Now, just to
get some housekeeping in order, we're going to conduct a
hearing sort of like a trial.

MS. DILLON: Yes.

MR. GURVICH: And Chief Rogillio is going to
testify first, at the conclusion of which, you have the
right to ask him questions.

MS. DILLON: Okay.

MR. GURVICH: And then we will hear you out and
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we will have the right to ask you questions. If at any
time there's something going on that you don't
understand, just ask me to pause for a moment and we'll
try to explain and get the record straight so that
everybody knows what's happening.

MS. DILLON: Okay.

MR. GURVICH: Okay?

MS. DILLON: Yes, sir.

MR. GURVICH: All right. Chief. Counsel.

MS. AUCOIN: Good morning, everybody. Just as
an introduction, Ms. Maxie-Dillon has appealed the
issuance of a Cease and Desist Order that was issued to
her in April of 2013. And it's our position that her
appeal of the Cease and Desist Order is untimely, and I
willl call Mr. Rogillio and ask him some questions.

MR. GURVICH: So this is an appeal, as it were,
of board staff action?

MS. AUCOIN: Yes.

EXAMINATION OF MR. ROGILLIO BY MS. AUCOIN:

Q. Mr. Rogillio, could you please identify yourself for
the record.

A. Sure. Wayne Rogillio, executive secretary for the
Board of Private Security.

Q. And are you familiar with a Ms. Willie Maxie-Dillon?

A. Yes, ma'am.
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Q. And how are you familiar with her?

A. My office received a complaint. They were operating

security at a wharf in the New Orleans area. And I spoke
to Ms. Maxie on the phone, and she pleaded with me about
the Cease and Desist, that she had to work because her
husband had passed away and that was her only income.
But their company was operating under Cease and Desist.
Q. When, to your recollection, when was Ms. Dillon
issued a Cease and Desist Order?

MS. AUCOIN: T would like to place some
documents in front of Mr. Rogillio.
BY MS. AUCOIN:

Q. Would you identify these documents for me, please.

A. Cease and Desist Order was dated April 30th, 2013.

MR. GURVICH: Why don't we make these documents
available to Ms. Maxie-Dillon.

MS. DILLON: I have them.

MR. GURVICH: Do you have them?

MS. DILLON: Yes.

MR. GURVICH: We've got to mark them.

MS. AUCOIN: I guess Board Exhibit 1 will be the
Cease and Desist Letter.
(Exhibit No. B-1 marked.)

MR. GURVICH: Okay. You have a couple of

documents you wanted entered?
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BY MS. AUCOIN:

Q. This, I assume, was all attached to each other. If
you could, just identify all of this document.

A. Cease and Desist Order is the first document. That,
again, was April 30, 2013.

The second document is a letter dated March 19th to
D & M Security advising them that their license renewal
was due March 1st. It was not received until March 14th.
And it cites the statute that a license shall expire
annually on the date of issuance, unless renewed by
payment of the required renewal fee at least prior to 30
days of expiration. And there was a $500 fine issued in
this letter for that operating (inaudible).

And this third letter is to notify D & M Security
that the Board of Private Security has issued a Cease and
Desist prohibiting you from continuing to engage in the
contract security business. And this was to Ms. Willie
Maxie. That's the three documents.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. And, Ms. Maxie Dillon, you
have those documents?
DILION: Yes.
. GURVICH: And you received those documents?
. DILION: Yes.

. GURVICH: Obviously, prior to the hearing?

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BY MS. AUCOIN:
Q. And, to your knowledge, Ms. Maxie-Dillon received
the Cease and Desist Order, right?

MS. AUCOIN: I place another document in front
of Mr. Rogillio.

A. Yes, ma'am. This bears the signature. 1It's a
registered mail document that Ms. Maxie signed for. The
date of delivery was 5/7/2013.
Q. And this document indicates this was for the Cease
and Desist Order, receipt of the Cease and Desist Order?
A. Well, there's a notation at the top that it was.
Yes.

MS. AUCOIN: 1I'd like to offer as Board
Exhibit 2 a copy of the certified mail receipt —

MS. AUCOIN: — as Exhibit 2.

Well, introduced without
objection.

I would like to introduce, offer

and introduce as Board's Exhibit 3, the March 10, 2014,

letter from D & M Security signed by Mrs. Willie Ann

Maxie-Dillon.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. Do you have that letter?

MS. DILLON:

Yes.

MR. GURVICH: You can object to the introduction

of this if you think there is some problem with it.

MS. DILLON:

Everything is going great.
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MR. GURVICH: Okay.
(Exhibit No. B-3 marked.)
BY MS. AUCOIN:
Q. Mr. Rogillio, was — this fine, this penalty, that
was mentioned in the original Cease and Desist Letter,
has Ms. Dillon paid this penalty?
A. No, ma'am.
Q. And was her request appealing the Cease and Desist
Order issuance timely?
A. No, ma'am.

MS. AUCOIN: I don't have any other questions.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. So, Ms. Maxie-Dillon.

MS. DILION: Yes.

MR. GURVICH: Do you wish to ask Chief Rogillio
any questions?

MS. DILLON: No.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. Do you have any further
with the witness?

MS. AUCOIN: No, sir.

MR. GURVICH: Then I guess we will turn the mic.
over to you, ma'am. Now you can state your case, as it
were.

MS. DILLON: Good morning, everyone. I just
have to say that, as a security owner —— business owner

for eight years, I'm appealing today to you all as far as
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what has transpired. And this is — it has been a very
difficult two years for me. And as a result of it, it
was a total shutdown of my business, which now I am
seeking to try to renew and restore where I once were as
far as the security service business.

If at all able to do this, I would appreciate that
this would happen on whenever it's available for you all
to say what this is: — you know, this is fine, this is
okay. I think I have went through my grieving process.
And so, like I say, today is just a renewal. I'm trying
to renew and restore.

MR. GURVICH: Anything further, ma'am?

MS. DILLON: No, ma'am.

MR. GURVICH: You can call witnesses if you
like.

MS. DILLON: I have no witnesses.

MR. GURVICH: All right. Well, I think that
basically is a presentation of the evidence. I have a
couple of questions for Chief Rogillio.

EXAMINATION OF MR. ROGILLIO BY MR. GURVICH:

Q. D & M Security Services, this company has been
around for some period of time?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. Do we know offhand when the company began

operations? I guess we should know absolutely since we
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have all the records.
A. They were approved in October 25th, 2006.
Q. All right. And so they —

MR. GURVICH: Go ahead.

MS. VINSON: Who was their qualifying agent
then?

MS. DILLON: I am.

MR. GURVICH: Then or now?

MS. VINSON: Or now or who was their most recent
qualifying agent?

MR. ROGILLIO: Ms. Maxie was the qualifying
agent.
BY MR. GURVICH:
Q. And, so, the company, the license expired?
A Yes, sir.
Q. And when did the license expire?
A March 1st is when it was —

MS. VINSON: Of '13?

MR. ROGILLIO: — of 'l3 was when it was due.
BY MR. GURVICH:
Q. March 13th, it was due and it was not renewed?
A. Right.

MS. VINSON: March 1 of '13.

MR. ROGILLIO: Right.
BY MR. GURVICH:
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Q. And, I don't know. I assume the board sends out
letters warning folks?
A. Yes, sir.

MS. DILLON: Yes.
EXAMINATION OF MS. DILION BY MR. GURVICH:
Q. Did a letter in fact go out and you received it?
A. Yes, yes.
Q. Okay. I'm sorry. What is the date of death of your
husband?
A. October 30th, 2013.
Q. Had he been in bad health for some time before his
passing?
A. Yes. A year before. It's — I'm sorry — two years
before his passing.
Q. Okay. Was the company actually operating in 2013;
you had security officers assigned to posts and so forth?
A. Yes. Yes. Just one site.
Q. And was your husband — what office did he hold in
the corporation?
A. He was one of the — he is the owner — was also
owner of the company also.
Q. By the way, is this a corporation, or is it a
proprietorship, would you know?
A. Proprietor.

Q. In other words, y'all never incorporated?
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MR. ROGILLIO: 1It's a proprietorship.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. Then it can't really be
D & M Security Services, LLC.

MR. COTTON: No.
BY MR. GURVICH:
Q. All right. So your husband passed away in October

of '13; he had been ill for some time previously?

A. Yes.

Q. And I assume that affected operations?

A. Correct.

Q. And what position did you occupy with the company?

Office manager. Just managing the company, making
sure that invoices were, you know, put in, and daily
activities of the business.

MR. GURVICH: All right. So we issued through
the board staff a Cease and Desist Order, obviously,
because the license had been allowed to expire on what
date?

MS. RYLAND: I'm sorry. Your question?

MR. GURVICH: The license, we issued the Cease
and Desist when?

MS. RYLAND: April 30th, 2013.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. So, from a legal procedural

standpoint, was this appeal filed timely; I mean, do we
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have the ability to review it at this juncture?

MS. AUCOIN: The letter that was issued to
Ms. Maxie-Dillon advising her of appeal rights states 30
days, 30 days to appeal to the board. The administrative
rule states that the request must be sent to the board in
writing before the board's next meeting. This letter was
sent, I think, approximately almost ten months to a year
after the Cease and Desist Order was issued. She signed
for it in May, and she sent her letter in March of the
next year. Under either time frame, that's not timely.

MR. GURVICH: Right.

MS. VINSON: But she could reapply and just go
through the process again, yes or no?

MS. AUCOIN: To be licensed again?

MS. VINSON: Yes.

MS. AUCOIN: I presume so, but she hasn't, I
think, paid her penalties and things like that, so that's
something y'all would have to —

MR. GURVICH: What are the penalties and the fee
that would be assessed?

MR. ROGILLIO: Well, the fine is $500. And, of
course, there would be a fee for the license, which is
$410.

MS. DILLON: The $410 was paid. It's just that

I was — it was late. So this is why I was given the

$500. The 410 was paid.

MR. GURVICH: So she did pay the fine — I'm
sorry, the license fee?

MS. DILLON: Yes.

MR. GURVICH: When did she pay the license fee?

MR. ROGILLIO: March 14th, 2013.

MR. GURVICH: So the Cease and Desist was issued
on 4/30/13, but she had attempt — well, she had paid the
license on 3/14/13, about 40 some—odd days previously?

MS. DILLON: Correct.

MS. VINSON: But she never paid the fine.
MS. DILLON: The fine, exactly.

MS. RYLAND: It was actually due March 1st.
MS. DILLON: Correct.

MR. GURVICH: Well, I'm just looking for
procedural avenues at this point. I don't know what
effect, Counsel, does the fact that she paid the license?
Did we cash the check?

MS. DILLON: Yes.

MR. ROGILLIO: (Indicates.)

MR. GURVICH: So we cashed the check, but we
haven't granted the license.

MS. RYLAND: Because there was an outstanding
fine for the Cease and Desist.

MR. GURVICH: I got that. I certainly think
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that there 1s no issue here that the license was allowed
to expire. It expired.

MS. DILLON: Right, correct.

MR. GURVICH: 1It's not an issue here before the
board today?

MS. DILLON: Right.

MR. GURVICH: Well, I certainly don't want to do
all the talking here. Does anybody have any questions?
MR. DUPLECHAIN: Can I ask a question?

MR. GURVICH: Yes.
EXAMINATION OF MS. DILLON BY MR. DUPLECHAIN:
Q. How many employees do you have now?
A. None. In other words, the contract was — in other
words, I lost the contract. And so it went to a new
company. And I'm satisfied with that, because the
employees were still able to maintain a job. And that
was what I was mostly concerned about.
Q. Were these employees registered with the board?
A. Yes. They're all registered now.
Q. But then, when they were working for you?
A. No. In other words, in between that time, when it
was time for us to register again, like I said, they were
registered. Yes.
Q. That's all?
A. Yes.
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Q. Your guards that worked for you at that time were
registered guards with the board?
A. No.
Q. Why wouldn't you register the guards if you were
working for the company?
A. Because of — 1in other words, we — in other words,
it was a thing of, when we first started with this
contract was in 2006, we all were registered. Everyone
was registered. And in between that time, it was
everyone was supposed to have been responsible for to be
reregistered, to get —
Q. Who was supposed to be responsible?
A. In other words, I'm the responsible party to make
sure that they were, and it was not. We were not.
Q. So you registered them, but when they came time for
renewal, they were never renewed?
A. Correct.

COURT REPORTER: Excuse me. When you asked her

how many employees you had, did you say nine or none?

MS. DILLON: Five.

MR. GURVICH: At the time?

MS. DILLON: at the time.

MR. GURVICH: Now, today, as we speak, you have
none-?

MS. DILLON: None.
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MR. GURVICH: Well, there's another technical
question: D & M Security Services, LLC, despite the LIC,
is a sole proprietorship, correct?

MR. ROGILLIO: Yes, sir. That's what it said on
the application.

MR. GURVICH: Right.

EXAMINATION OF MS. DILLON BY MR. GURVICH (Cont'd):

Q. The man who owned it, and that was your husband —
A. Yes.

Q. —— 1s deceased, so we are not dealing with a
corporation here.

MS. VINSON: But she was the qualifying agent.

MR. GURVICH: She was the qualifying agent, but
in terms of a corporate —— well, there was no corporate
existence. In terms of the company existence,
technically an estate.

BY MR. GURVICH:

Q. D & M Security Services was an estate; did you open
an estate proceeding for your husband?

A. Correct.

Q. There is a — did he have a will?

A. No.

Q. And did you, say, retain an attorney to handle his
affairs?

A. Correct.
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An estate was opened? I mean, well, a succession.
A succession, yes.
So there is a succession of your husband?
Uh-huh.
MR. GURVICH: And so the owner of the company is

PO PO

not here. The owner of the company is in estate or
succession proceedings.
BY MR. GURVICH:

Q. Did you own the company of your own right or —

A. I did.
Q. Well, I mean, it was in your —— your husband owned
it?

A. Uh-huh. But it was in my name.

Q. Okay. It was in your name; 1in other words, you were
listed as the owner?

A. Uh-huh, vyes, yes.

Q. Okay. Do the documents bear that out now? I'm
heading in a different direction.

A. Yes.

MR. GURVICH: Well, limited liability is going
to be a limited liability corporation, so we've got to
clarify this. It's kind of fundamental who is supposed
to be here in this proceeding.

MR. ROGILLIO: On the Initial Report and the

Articles For Organization, Ms. Maxie is the only one
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listed.

MR. GURVICH: But what kind of corporate — what
kind of company entity are we dealing with; is this a
corporation, a limited liability corporation?

MS. RYLAND: LLC.

MR. ROGILLIO: It is.

MR. GURVICH: It is. Okay. So there is a
corporate — there is an existing D & M Security
Services, LLC, that's established under the state law.
There is a corporation, then.

BY MR. GURVICH:
Q. And are you the owner of the corporation?
A. Yes.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. And the documents bear all
this out?

MR. ROGILLIO: Yes, sir.

MR. GURVICH: So now I take back everything I
said over the last two minutes. Okay. So we do have a
corporate existence, and we do have the right person here
to be dealing with this.

MS. DILLON: Correct.

MR. GURVICH: All right. Mr. Duplechain.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: Could I ask questions?

MR. GURVICH: Sure.

EXAMINATION OF MS. DILLON BY MR. DUPLECHAIN (Cont'd):
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Q. I'm trying to understand. The company was founded

in 20067

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. So you hired — let's say you hired five, six
guards then ——

A. Right.

Q. — in 20067

A. Yes.

Q. After that 2006 initial hiring, did you hire other
guards after that?

A. No.

Q. So those guys stayed with you from '06 to '137?

A. Correct.

Q. They never were renewed?

A. No.

Q. In other words, the applications were sent to the
state?

A. Correct.
Q They got the licenses?
A. Correct.
Q. But they never were renewed?
A No.

MR. GURVICH: The licenses of the guards were
not renewed after —

MS. DILLON: Correct.
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MR. DUPLECHAIN: After 2006.

MR. GURVICH: Well, here's the issue with that.
We are dealing with the allegations made in this Charge
Letter dated, and which I will come up with in a moment,
May 1st, 2014. All right. And in this Charge Letter,
the allegation made therein is that the D & M Security
Services, LLC —

MS. AUCOIN: If I may, this is, I think, more of
a unique situation than most, because Ms. — it's my
understanding that Ms. Maxie-Dillon requested this
hearing. If I may ask her the question.

MS. DILLON: Correct.

MS. AUCOIN: What occurred that made you want
this hearing, request this hearing; what brought this to
this point?

MS. DILLON: Because of being a security owner
for eight years, and I just wanted to restore, you know,
the name of the company as far as, you know, you know,

D & M Security Services, you know.

BY MR. DUPLECHAIN:

Q. What I don't understand, ma'am, and I know you went
through a lot last year.

A. Yes.

Q. I understand that completely. But you are an owner

of the business. You knew enough then to license your
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guards.

A. Correct.

Q. Once these guards' licenses were expired two years
later, you never renewed them.

A. Correct.

Q. You were late on your license to renew.

A. Correct.

Q. I need you to tell me why I should vote to even
allow you to have a license, because you operated for
seven years illegally. You had a legal license to
operate, but you were knowingly working security guards
that weren't licensed.

A. Correct. But now that T — you know, in other
words, now I know the legality of everything now. This
is what I'm saying: I know now. You know, maybe I
didn't know somewhat, you know, and maylbe I — and it was
okay simply because I was still being licensed, and so I
thought it was okay to continue my contract with Keystone
Shipping. They were okay with it. And so this is why
this occurred. Yes, I was —

Q. Okay. What did you do with the letters that were
sent to you in reference to the renewal of your guards?
A. T haven't received no letters.

Q. You had to have.

A. No.
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Q. You had to have received — we all do. You usually
get a letter, I think it's 30 or 60 —

MS. RYLAND: Sixty.
BY MR. DUPLECHAIN:
Q. — 60 days before to notify you before this guard,
these guards are up for renewal.
A. Okay. I sent that in. That's when we would get the
little blue piece of paper. No?
Q. When you hire a guard, you fill out an application
on a blue form. In the back, you get a temporary
license.
A. Correct.
Q. Once you send the information to the board about the
guards going to their schools, their classes, once those
classes are approved, then you get cards. Each guard
gets a permanent card.
A. Correct.
Q. That card is good for two years. At the end of two
years, 60 days prior to their —
A. Correct.
Q. — renewal date, you get a letter. And sometimes I
get only one or two guards, sometimes it's three or four
guards that are up for renewal, and they give you the
name and socilal security number of each guard.

A. Correct.
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Q. And you can't possibly be the only guard company in
Loulsiana that doesn't —

A. Yes. I received — yes, I did receive that, vyes.
Q. And you never saw about ——

A. No, sir.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: 1I'd like to make a motion.

MR. GURVICH: I'm sorry?

MR. DUPLECHAIN: I don't think she should be
allowed — I'd like to make a motion that she is not
allowed to have a license.

MR. GURVICH: Well, she doesn't have a license.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: Well, she paid the license
renewal fee.

MS. VINSON: But she paid that in March of '13,
which, if she would have been regranted a license, had
she paid the fine, it would have already expired by this
date.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: Yes. That's true. March of
this year, she would have expired.

MS. VINSON: She would have had to renew again.

MR. GURVICH: Well, the motion is on the floor.
Did you want to withdraw the motion?

MR. DUPLECHAIN: T will withdraw the motion.
I'm trying to figure out how to word it. We have done it

in the past where.
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. VINSON: Can I make a motion?

. GURVICH: Certainly. The floor 1s open.
. VINSON: Maybe we can see how it goes?

. DUPLECHAIN: Okay.

. VINSON: 1I'd like to make a motion that we
allow Ms. Dillon to reapply under standard protocol for
applying for a security business license under
stipulation that she pays the fine that is outstanding,
along with any application or processing fees.

MR. GURVICH: Before I second the motion, which
T think is a good motion, what would we do with the $410
application fee from last year? It was the license was
never granted.

MS. VINSON: I think it's a loss. You lose it
when you don't get licensed anyway.

MR. ROGILLIO: To reiterate what you said, it
would have already expired, so.

MR. GURVICH: But it was never granted.

MR. ROGILLIO: She would have to start over.

MR. GURVICH: But she paid for a license that
was never granted.

MS. VINSON: And that happens. Sometimes, when
companies apply for a license and they pay the fee, they
might not be granted the license. They don't get their

money back.
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MR. ROGILLIO: The statute indicates that funds
and fees are not refundable.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: My concern is that, if a person
runs a business for that many years and knowingly is
abusing the system, what makes us feel like she will do
better the next time?

MR. GURVICH: Well, that gets to the — we're at
the point where we need a second to Ms. Vinson's motion.

MS. DILLON: Excuse me. You say "abusing."

But that's not the way I look at it.

MR. GURVICH: Hold on a second, ma'am. I've got
to do some housekeeping. I will second the motion. I
will say in a side comment, I probably would have given
the fee back. But I'm going to second the motion,
because I think, over all, it's a good motion.

So now we have a motion on the floor.
Mr. Duplechain, you were making a comment.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: In the past — what I mean by
the term "abused" is that you knew enough that they had
to be licensed.

MR. GURVICH: And I will second them both.
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Well, I can't second my own amendment.

MR. DUPLECHAIN: Second.

MR. KENNEDY: Second.

MR. COTTON: Second.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. We have the motion as
amended by Mr. Gurvich, as seconded by Ms. Vinson, and we
have Mr. Gurvich's motion as seconded — amendment to the
motion seconded by Mr. Duplechain and Mr. Kennedy. We've
got to get all that straight.

MS. AUCOIN: If I may, we make the request that
the appeal be dismissed, since y'all are upholding the
Cease and Desist, and dismiss the appeal as being
untimely, which i1s the actual matter before this board
too.

Do we need to make a motion
for that too?

MR. GURVICH: Any further questions? Okay.
Chief, your pleasure. Where are we now, on Legal
Update/Legislation sort of thing?

MR. ROGILLIO: Legal Update.

LEGAL UPDATE/LEGISLATION

MS. AUCOIN: Hi again. There are three matters
that are pending at the legislature that would affect the
Board of Private Security Examiners. One, obviously, 1is
House Bill 555 which was the bill that was brought by the
board. Representative Tim Burns from Slidell was the
author. It has made its way through the House and past
the Senate and has been sent back to the House, because
there have been a few technical amendments and things of
that nature, so.

MR. GURVICH: This was our bill?

MS. AUCOIN: This was our bill, vyes.

MR. GURVICH: And so there were some technical
amendments made in the House or the Senate?

MS. AUCOIN: On both sides. We're talking about
things like commas and "the" instead of "a," nothing of
substance.

MR. GURVICH: Nothing of substance.
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MS. AUCOIN: No, sir. It should be, I presume,
passed again in front of the House with the amendments.

MS. VINSON: And that was the training bill?

MS. AUCOIN: Yes, ma'am. The other matter that
we had probably previously discussed by the board was
Senate Concurrent Resolution 40 which was brought by
Senator "Bodi" White. That one, I believe, was
voluntarily deferred by Senator White at the last hearing
on April 15th, I believe.

That was where he was proposing a rule change to
reduce the insurance for care, custody, and control from
500,000 to 100,000. I don't believe that that one will
pop back up before the end of this session.

MR. GURVICH: I would agree. That concurrent
resolution was not well-received by the committee.

MS. AUCOIN: No. And the third bill was one
that was not previously discussed before this board, I
believe. Ms. Vinson brought it to our attention. We
appreciate that. It's House Bill 1273. This is a bill
that, if passed, would allow for the issuance of
provisional licenses to ex—offenders. It would have
affected this board, because it would have basically done
away with our ten-year cleansing period for a felon.

The minimum, I think, requirement we could have

imposed was two years post completion of sentence, would
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be the only thing that would have kept us from issuing a
provisional license to an ex-offender. So we have —

MR. GURVICH: Where is that bill?

MS. AUCOIN: It has been passed.

MS. VINSON: It was passed by the House.

MS. AUCOIN: It was passed by the Senate as well
as the House, but we had an amendment proposed that is
excluding this board and all boards' offices and agencies
under the Department of Public Safety, Public Safety
Services from having to comply with this bill 1f it's
actually passed into law. So it will not affect us.

MR. GURVICH: So our ten-year cleansing
requirement would still remain?

MS. AUCOIN: Would stay, ves.

MR. GURVICH: Unless somebody at some future
point amends that again to delete the exceptions?

MS. AUCOIN: Correct. So it was either going to
not pass or it will pass with us being excluded from it.

MR. GURVICH: So it's passed both houses?

MS. AUCOIN: Yes. It just passed the Senate
floor, I believe, yesterday.

MR. GURVICH: I don't suppose anyone knows, 1is
the Governor likely to sign this bill?

MS. AUCOIN: I don't know the answer to that

question.

MS. VINSON: From what I understand, it's
probably going to pass, so we definitely want ourselves
exempt from it. And what it does, from, like, a business
owner's standpoint, I know a lot of people probably tell
convicted felons, well, hey, there is no point in us
hiring you, you are not going to be processed or approved
or licensed. So it gives some companies a legal out.

But it's going to exclude that window for private
companies as well, where you're going to have to also
start hiring people that have convictions. Sorry. I
didn't mean to —

MR. GURVICH: The "X" says all offices, boards,
or commissions under the supervision of the Deputy
Secretary of the Department of Public Safety and
Corrections.

MS. VINSON: That's what we added.

MS. AUCOIN: Yes.

MR. GURVICH: Are we under the supervision of
the Deputy Secretary of the Department of Public Safety
and Corrections, Board of Superintendents, State Board of
Corrections?

MS. AUCOIN: TIt's my understanding the staff
attorneys for the, I think, Senate committee this was on
came up with the language, and there are a couple of

attorneys there, because this affects, not just y'all,
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but, like, the fire marshal's office and things like
that. So they crafted this language to include
everything under the umbrella of public safety services,
because I think, and I don't completely understand it,
but you've got the deputy secretary, the undersecretary,
the superintendent of policemen, sometimes they are one
and the same how they flip the titles, but this is to
cover everybody.

MR. GURVICH: I mean ——

MS. AUCOIN: You are, yes.

MS. VINSON: Because there was a long list of
exenpt.

MS. AUCOIN: Yes. We are "T" or something like
that, under the alphabet.

MR. GURVICH: I think it covers us, but
depending on the organizational structure of the
Department of Public Safety and Corrections, somebody
somewhere could that make the argument that it doesn't.

MS. AUCOIN: That's why it's — and I don't have
this in front of me. That's why they worded it the way
they did, to take into account possible reorganizations.

MR. GURVICH: Okay. Well, I mean, there's
nothing for us to do on it. As you say, the amendments
passed?

MS. AUCOIN: Yes. The amendments passed on the
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Senate floor. I believe it was yesterday or the day
before. So it's going to go back up to the House now.

MR. GURVICH: Do we have folks that would notify
us if something crops up out of the blue that affects the
board; do we have folks there?

MS. AUCOIN: We have been monitoring the
legislation for the board, and we work in conjunction
with — we have a representative who is a state police
trooper who helps coordinate all the legislation, so we
work with them.

MR. GURVICH: Somebody would tell us if there
was a lightning bolt out of the blue?

MS. AUCOIN: Yes, sir.

MS. RYLAND: And Vinson Guard Services.

MS. AUCOIN: Yes.

MR. GURVICH: All right. Well, next matter,
unless there are any questions, of course, for our
attorney or board staff.
