Call for Additional Agenda Items

Consideration of Minutes from January 20, 2016 Meeting 
Minutes were approved by consensus with no corrections. 
 
Opportunity for Public Comment 
Louis Lejarza announced that National Drug Take Back Day will take place on April 30, 2016 from 10 
a.m. – 2 p.m. He also announced the new Diversion Program Manager, Sonya Jackson, who is expected 
to start June 2016. Lastly, he informed the committee that he anticipates leaving the New Orleans field 
office in the near future.  
 
Special Presentation – Access to PMP Information by Specialty Courts 
Mr. Carl Aron reordered the agenda to take up this agenda item first. Hon. Peter J. Garcia with the 22nd 
Judicial District Behavioral Health Court presented to the committee Legislative Bill 531 in regards to the 
use of PMP in Specialty Courts. He discussed the need for PMP access within Specialty Courts. Dr. 
Leanne Truehart described the treatment teams used in Specialty Courts and the benefits that PMP data 
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would offer to these treatment teams. Mr. Malcolm Broussard along with the Board’s General Counsel, 
Carlos Finalet, agreed to meeting with Judge Garcia and Dr. Truehart to discuss the options for allowing 
PMP access within Specialty Courts.

PMP Interconnect Update 
Mr. Broussard informed the committee that 2 states have been added to the choices available for 
interstate PMP data searches by prescribers and dispensers. He also announced that we are 
communicating with the states of TN, MN, ND, SD, CO, KS, OK, VA, and AZ to establish connections 
over the next quarter. 
 
Federal Employee Prescribers and Dispensers 
Mr. Broussard discussed consideration for access to the Louisiana PMP through the Gateway for federal 
employee prescribers and dispensers. 
 
LA PMP Vendor Transition from Otech to Appriss 
Mr. Broussard informed the committee that the transition from O-tech to Appriss has begun and the 
projected completion is scheduled to occur in June 2016. 
 
Review of Legislation in Regular Session of 2016 Legislature  
Mr. Broussard informed the committee that Senate Bill 56 has cleared the Senate moved to the House.
