Motion by C. J. Christ ; 2nd by Will Theriot to approve the minutes of the meeting of 
August 21, 2014. Approved by the Board. 
 
A request was made for comments from the public with no response. 
  
Motion by Will Theriot; 2nd by Richard Ricca to approve the Bill List of Outstanding 
Invoices in the amount of $2358.83. Approved by the Board. Copies attached. 
Motion by Richard Ricca; 2nd by John Hebert to approve Reimbursements  for the 
Regional Military Museum for $10,566.36. Approved by the Board with C. J. Christ and 
Will Theriot abstaining. Copies attached. 
Motion by Will Theriot; 2nd by Edward Pontiff to approve Reimbursements for Veterans 
Park for $1000.00 upon receipt of August, 2014 Invoice. Approved by the Board with John 
Hebert abstaining. Copies attached. 
 
Motion by Edward Pontiff; 2nd by Ed Domangue to approve the Monthly Financial Report. 
Approved by the Board. Copies attached. Jamie Elfert informed the Board that a meeting 
would have to be held in the next 30 days by the Finance Committee to work on the 2015 
Budget to bring before the Board and the Parish Council. 
 
Veterans Park Committee :  John Hebert reported that 27 tiles for the Park had been 
ordered with 14 of these tiles to replace broken tiles at the Park.
