1. Regulation Revisions

promulgation process.

A motion was made by Mr. Keith Hensgens and second by Mr. Ryan Ellington that as long as
there were no substantive changes to the revised regulations, the staft may move forward and
complete the promulgation process, adopting the revisions to LAC 7:XVII. Agricultural
Commodity Dealer and Warehouse Law as required by the Administrative Procedure Act.

2. GCIF and SIF Balances

Mrs. Kyra Fitzgerald stated that the GCIF balance is $3,702,104.24 and that the SIF Balance is
$1,175,277.29.

1. Renewal Licensing

2. Legislation

Mr. Benjy Rayburn informed the board that there will be legislation requiring our agency to
access the Louisiana Central Registry for liens whenever there is to be a payout to farmers.

In 2008, legislation was
passed that imposed term limits for board members as stated in R.S. 42:3.2 and that the
Louisiana Agricultural Commodities Commission needs to be aware of this legislation as it will
affect their service on any Louisiana state board.
