The opinion stated “No
provision of law allows the POST Council to waive the requirements of La. R.S. 40:2405.”

Chief Craft
told the Council members all Public Records request must be answered by LCLE/POST Staff. No action necessary at
this time.

NEW BUSINESS

2016 POST In-Service Training Waiver Request- Ellis J. Melancon, St. Martin Parish Sheriff's Office

recommended approval of the request. Chief Hutchinson made a motion to approve the recommendation of the
committee.

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POST Homicide Investigator Training - Training Approval Request
