corrections P.0.S.T. certification is valid for us to
approve or does she need the full 360 hours.

MR. SCHEXNAYDER:

Well, the first thing is whether she has authority to
make arrests, and it doesn't appear on her job description
that she does.

The second thing, Katie, do we have anything
regarding BC eligibility, anything in writing?

MS. RYLAND:
Not that I know of.
MR. LAYRISSON:

Is there a standard practice?
MS. RYLAND:

They know the certain job titles that we follow, that
is standard wide.

MS. LEBOEUF:

And this is from P.0.S.T.?
MS. RYLAND:

Yes, and I think that is our basis for our standard
job titles that we use.

MR. SCHEXNAYDER:
And the B.C. doesn't appear?

MS. RYLAND:
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No, that is the correctional officer.
MS. LEBOEUF:

It's the basic correctional.

MR. SCHEXNAYDER:
Oh, okay.
MS. RYLAND:

Or the communications officer, which also translates
to dispatcher.
MR. LAYRISSON:

Which, like I said, I think defer on them, maybe
we'll send a letter and verify, let's ask her, just to
give here the benefit of the doubt, and maybe she just
typed this, maybe her office can provide a detailed job
description. Because you can be Sheriff or chief, if you
don't have arrest authority, you don't qualify, so the
title is just a job title.

Right.

So I would recommend we send a letter requesting that
and bring it back up at the next meeting.
MR. SCHEXNAYDER:

Do you also want to check with P.0.S.T.? I'm
curious about this issue, too, of a B.C. whether it fits

or not. The law doesn't really state. It just says
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P.0.5.T. certified in the law.
MS. LEBOEUF:

Okay. So I guess we really need to know what they
recognize for those job titles.
MR. SCHEXNAYDER:

Right.

MS. RYLAND:

And a more detailed explanation from P.0.S.T. about
their certifications?
MR. LAYRISSON:

Yes. Let's figure that out, because I would like to
know if they have arrest authority, you know, the ones
that graduate with the correction class.

MS. RYLAND:
Okay.

I'll make that motion, whatever you said.
MS. HUTCHINSON:
