The Chairman moved to Item 9, any other matters to discuss. An update regarding the 2022 SIF
Assessment and collections was provided. Ms. Trahant stated, to date the Fund has collected
$48,949,310.46 in assessments from 515 of 673 accounts. Of the 80 delinquent accounts owing a total of
$3,321,401.00 towards prior assessments, an additional $665,107.36 has been collected from 15 accounts
which is 27% of the 75% goal of $2,491,050.75. Additional efforts to collect the remaining balance will

continue.

There were no other matters to discuss; therefore, the Chairman asked for a motion to adjourn.

Mr. Hawkland moved to adjourn. Mr. Kirby seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
