Mr. Cortazzo explained that when ICJIS was developed it did not go state-wide (every parish was not
utilizing), so a different method was needed, in order to gather information (Data Warehouse), based on
experience and from the information received form the National Center State Courts. Further, the Judicial
Courts were sending information based on whatever system they had in place.

Mr. Cortazzo said to ‘begin the process’, we must gain a better understanding of the technology the
Judicial Districts are using and their process, before we are able to determine the format we will be asking
be submitted.
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Who is responsible to make sure that the data is being entered and submitted:

Mr. Juncker commented that in the application it is indicated that an ‘oversight committee’, after the study
would make a recommendation to the Supreme Court for what is needed to ensure the correct information
is submitted.

Ms. Hallstrom responded that the Oversight Committee will be able to provide to the Supreme Court
specific information needed to make the data collection process work. She mentioned that this was an
opportunity to move more quickly with data collection, and that by end of this period that hope is that we
would have collected enough data, gained the needed knowledge and information to go State-wide.
