A. Governor's Conference, Ms. Dana Menard

Association 2017. He commented that is a huge endeavor and Dana has really done an excellent job
putting together a jam-packed conference.

Ms. Menard announced that all is going well and they are finalizing last minute details. She
mentioned that CEU’s and CLU's would be available for social work, counselors and legal
disciplines this year. She also commented that an auction would be held, a Jr. Chef presentation, and
youth challenge. Ms. Menard summed it all up stating it's going to be the best conference we've had.

Ms. Billie Giroir asked if LCLE, Kim Lax and Danielle Betts would be able to assist with copying
agenda booklet and other conference materials again this year. Ms. Rutha Chatwood said we would
be happy to assist in any way.

B. JDAI/DMC, Ms. Opal West

Ms. Opal West introduced herself as the State Coordinator JDAI / DMC efforts. Ms. West relayed to
the board that the DMC Committee was being reactivated and members were needed. She advised
that a Chairwoman had been elected, Ms. ViEve Martin-Kohrs. Ms. West said that DMC is
Disproportionate Minority Contact and is a core requirement of JJDP, in order to remain in
compliance and to continue receiving federal funds. This board’s initial responsibility will be to
address and strategize issues in our State, and delegate federal funds into interventions.

Ms. West invited the JJDP Advisory Board members to consider membership. In fact, she mentioned
that each JJDP board member would be receiving an email soon asking if they would be interested in
volunteering, as well as, information about JDAI and DMC efforts. Finally, she mentioned that there
are six (6) JDAI sites in the State: Caddo, Calcasieu, East Baton Rouge, Jefferson, New Orleans, and
Terrebonne.

(The DMC ACT which refers to the disproportionate number of minority youth who come into
contact with the juvenile justice system. Section 223(a) (22) of the Juvenile Justice and Delinquency
Prevention Act of 2002 broadened the scope of DMC from "disproportionate minority confinement”
to "disproportionate minority contact,” requiring an examination of potential disproportionate
representation from secure detention and confinement to all decision points within the juvenile justice
continuum and implementation of data-based prevention and system improvement strategies to
reduce identified disproportionality)
