NEW BUSINESS
JUDGMENT HEARING(S):

Wynnco Construction, LLC (RL.89687)
Administrative Hearing - Consider an alleged violation by Wynnco Construction, LLC of the provisions of Louisiana R.S. 37:2150 - 2192, The Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 2158, Paragraph A (9), and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called for reason that on information and belief that you, Mr. Wynn, have failed to properly engage in the business of contracting as demonstrated by your prior contracting business experience due to an alleged violation by you of the above statutes.  This violation is based on the fact that you, Mr. Wynn, have a judgment which was rendered by the Justice of the Peace, Ward One Court, Case No. 101204-S1,Parish of Livingston, State of Louisiana, on the 18th day of March, 2005, in which you, Mr. Wynn, as the only member and qualifying party for Wynnco Construction, LLC, holder of Residential Contractor’s License number 89687, were ordered to pay SEVEN HUNDRED NINETEEN DOLLARS AND 61/100 ($719.61) with legal interest thereon from the 12th day of October, 2004 until paid, plus all administrative fees and legal fees in favor of Amite Pump & Well.  This judgment  results in problems relating to the ability of the contractor(s), its qualifying party(ies), or any of its principal owners or principal shareholders to engage in the business of contracting, as demonstrated by their prior contracting business experience.

Ms. Kris Fitch asked if a representative of Wynnco Construction, LLC and AMITE PUMP & WELL was present.  Attorney Adams Thames and Royce Wynn representing Wynnco Construction, LLC and Rachel Mixon representing AMITE PUMP & WELL were present.  Attorney Thames, Mr. Wynn and Ms. Mixon came to the stand, were sworn in.  Attorney Thames agreed to satisfy the outstanding judgment in full within thirty (30) days.  Ms. Mixon gave statements to the Residential Committee of the judgment filed and payment request.
