1. Discuss general liability and other related policy proposals – Mr. Sid Hebert of Brown & Brown Insurance addressed the committee.  Mr. Hebert advised the committee that his staff carefully analyzed the provisions of our current plan with Arch Insurance Company versus a proposed optional plan with Allied World Assurance.  Both plans are A+15 rated, but the optional plan would save $5,800 per year.  Mr. Hebert said that after the review he is comfortable that the optional plan with Allied World Assurance is of equal value and provides a cost savings.  Commissioner Earl Matherne moved, seconded by Commissioner Cory Chustz and unanimously carried to accept the Allied World Assurance proposal.

2. Discuss Workers Compensation Insurance Proposal – Mr. Don Savoie of LWCC advised the committee members that the cost of our workers compensation insurance coverage this year will be $67,626.  This is a 5% savings from last year.  Commissioner Cory Chustz moved, seconded by Commissioner M. J. LeBlanc and unanimously carried to accept the proposal presented by Mr. Savoie.

There being no further business to come before the committee, upon motion by Commissioner  M. J. LeBlanc and unanimously carried the meeting adjourned.
