MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

TUESDAY, APRIL 4, 2019

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, April 4, 2019, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger 

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to amend the agenda to add an Executive Session to discuss legal matters.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to go into executive session at 11:06 a.m. to discuss legal matters.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to reconvene the meeting at 11:16 a.m.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on March 20, 2019 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering gave the following report: 1. The back levee will be inspected next week. 2. Working on the funding for adding more segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle. This project is ready to go out for bid when the money becomes available.  3.  Working on the Caminada levees with DNR for dykes, width and the wetlands mitigation factors. 4. The permit for Fifi Island will expire this year and will work renewing this permit.  
President Camardelle stated that the commissioners will be attending the hurricane conference in New Orleans in a couple of weeks. He will be meeting with the Colonel from the Corps this Friday. Met with the town attorney for the property owners from Orange Street to Walnut for the construction of a levee. He is working with Jefferson Parish to help save Fifi Island and to help plant trees on the island. Mr. Camardelle thanked the levee board commissioners, town, Senator Kennedy and Cassidy and Representative Scalise and Graves, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, CPRA, Governor Edwards, and the Jefferson Parish Council for working with us to secure funding and permits to build levees and breakwaters for protection. He is working on getting bigger drainage pumps to help with heavy rainfall.
A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the district.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the request for Kajun Bahamas to build a pier on Bayou Rigaud and the property is located at 1995 Highway 1, Grand Isle as long as the pier will not be closer than 150 feet from the breakwaters.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:30 a.m.
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
