The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Thursday, June 30, 2016, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to amend the agenda adding an executive session to discuss legal matters.

Mr. Joseph Chauvin addressed that board and stated that the Hurricane Protection Levee will be monitored weekly to keep an eye on how fast the sand is leaving the site with the winds Grand Isle has been experiencing. The rock breakwaters will be surveyed next week to get a current elevation. 

President Camardelle thanked the commissioners, GIS engineering, town council, CPRA, Governor Edwards, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, Councilmen Roberts and Templet and Parish President Yenni for help with repairing the Hurricane Protection Levee on the Gulf of Mexico on the western end of the island before we experienced any tropical weather. The job is complete and the stockpile sand will be used to insure we have adequate protection for Highway 1.
President Camardelle stated that he will meet with Congressman Scalise and to over the master plan showing him the rock breakwaters that still need to be built to continue protection for Grand Isle. 

The following public notices were read: 1. A resolution adopting the adjusted millage rate. 2. A resolution increasing the millage rate for the 2016 tax year but not in excess of the prior year rate.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.
