LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, July 13, 2022, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr., and Michael Scioneaux  

Absent: 0 Commissioners  
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on June 22, 2022, as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering addressed the board and stated: 1. A meeting needs to be between the abstractor and lawyer for working on the back levee alignment. 2. Back levee inspection is due and Reach 2 in Cheniere needs some repair work.  
3. A joint motion was made by the commissioners to pay Bip and Sons for installing the Navigation lights on the breakwaters north of Grand Isle contingent on review for engineers. 4. Inspected the nights at end of island by GI Marina and noticed 8 out of 10 lights are not working. Joint motion by the commissioners to order 10 lights to replace the ones not working. 6. Cheniere Caminada Bayou Thunder Rock Dike permit is expected soon, and we are waiting on funding for this project. 7. New pump stations are shovel ready and have the permits and just waiting on funding. 8. Working with Michelle Gonzales for Fifi Island marsh creation and rock dikes.

Mr. Weldon Danos from the Grand Isle Port Commission gave the following report: Working with FEMA on 6.2-million-dollar repair. Still working on fixing existing bulkhead from prior storms. No funding from Capital Outlay for this year. Began 2-year term on PAL Executive Secretary. 
President Camardelle stated that we have projects with permits ready for funding. Hurricane Season is upon us, and everyone needs to be aware of the weather. He thanked CPRA, Mr. Chip Kline, the Governor, Federal Delegation and Jefferson Parish for helping with projects and funding. He also thanked Joe Chauvin and Pat Bellanger for working with FEMA on storm repairs. He stated he has lots of concerns with tide coming up in Cheniere after Hurricane IDA. Every system in the gulf brings high tides on the streets in Cheniere.
