The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, November 30, 2021, at 
3:00 p.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on November 18, 2021, as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated that 1. He had a FEMA meeting to today to discuss the damaged from the hurricanes. 2. Stated that a boat is on the levee behind Santiny Lane. Drainage ditches have debris in them so the water cannot get to the pumps. 3. The levee inspection is complete and submitted to state and FEMA. 4. GIS need additional money on their contract. Joint motion was made by the Commissioners to approve an additional $75,000.00 on the GIS Engineering Contract with the levee district.
President Camardelle stated that he will meet with the Colonel in New Orleans next week at the Louisiana Levee Board Annual Meeting. He also spoke to the company picking up debris and they will clean the waterways around Grand Isle. He thanked everyone for their patience with getting Grand Isle back. He thanked Jefferson Parish officials, State and Federal officials for helping with the recovery efforts. 
Mr. Weldon Danos addressed the commissioners and stated that Bayou Rigaud dredging is complete by the Navy under the emergency from Hurricane Ida. Working on hurricane damages with FEMA and working on getting the office cleaned up. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee district.
