
Finance Meeting


August 14, 2013 
The Finance Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by its chairman Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance: John Boughton, James P. Jasmin, Warner Sylvain, , Michael McKinney, Sr., Robert LeBlanc, Wayne Waguespack, Vice-President Leonce Carmouche, Whitney Jamsin, Jr., Randy Trosclair, Executive Director, were present. Attorney Larry Buquoi, Marlin Rogers, Russell Loupe, President, Joseph Dantin, External Accountant Clinton Rouyea and William Sirmon, Jr., were absent.
There were no audience comments on the agenda items.

Randy Trosclair presented the cash status report for the period ending July 31, 2013, and further presented the report on the transfers to St. Charles Parish Government (R.S. 38:334. There were no questions.
A discussion on what days of the 2nd week of the month to have the finance and committee meetings of the Lafourche Basin Levee District was discussed. The following was agreed upon by the Commissioners.  The finance meeting would be held on Tuesdays and the Committee meetings will be held on Wednesdays.  This will be the schedule for the remainder of 2013 unless otherwise changed by the Board.


A copy of the minutes of the August 7, 2013, Regular Board meeting was presented. Mr. LeBlanc said to let Randy know if there are any questions or deletions or additions.

Commissioner Leonce Carmouche asked Randy to update the Board on the St. Charles Parish Hurricane Levee take over by this Board.  Randy stated that a local service agreement is presently being drafted by attorneys, and that it should be presented to this Board no later than October 2013 for consideration. 
Randy was then asked to give a update on the lawsuit against the oil and gas companies by the South Louisiana East Authority Levee Board.

Randy next was asked to explain the protocol in the event of a hurricane. The procedures were explained.
