2012 LEGISLATIVE SESSION REVIEW

Dr. Dunham informed the Commission that House Bill 80, ACT 373, which prohibits smoking in DHH psychiatric facilities, is the bill that requires OBH to take the most action.
B.
LOUISIANA BEHAVIORAL HEALTH PARTNERSHIP/MAGELLAN HEALTH SERVICES OF LOUISIANA

The Commission members were updated on the Louisiana Behavioral Health Partnership/Magellan Health Service of Louisiana by Dr. Rochelle Dunham:  The Commission members were provided the following information:

Work is continually done to improve the Clinical Advisory System (CAS) to operate more efficiently,

Challenges facing the Clinical Advisory System,
3. 
The Clinical Advisory System is in the test phase while it’s currently being used,   
4.  Louisiana Behavioral Health Partnership is a new system for managing care for the Office of Behavioral Health’s addictive disorder (AD) providers.  The new skills and/or knowledge needed to be quickly acquired by AD providers are very difficult and it’s also difficult for the AD providers to quickly implement the numerous changes needed.
5.
Magellan Senior Level Staff meets with OBH’s Executive Management Team every other Friday to review and resolve issues that require a joint resolution through the partnership, most are policy and procedural needs.  
6.
Middle level management meetings are being conducted to prepare the clinical residential facilities for the roll out of the Clinical Advisory System.  
7.
Policy and procedure meetings will be occurring weekly, beginning next week.  These meeting will consist of middle level management and clinicians in the field to identify issues and problems where Magellan and OBH can work together to resolve the identified issues and problems.
