This
contract is needed for some current complaint cases where Ms. Anthony has recused
herself or may assume a prosecutorial role. Mr. Tomino will act as legal adviser in
the LaGraize rehearing and in the Pettigrew hearings, and may do other legal work
as needed. Dr. Walther moved to approve the contract, seconded by Dr. Aycock, and
passed by voice vote.

After consideration of the matters above, the meeting was suspended while the
court hearing in the Smythe case referenced above took place.
