3. Old Business

A. Reading of April 17, 2012 Commission meeting minutes
B. Update –  Tammy McNeal deposit complaint against Sanders Mobile Homes – Both parties were requested to attend the meeting to discuss Ms. McNeal’s complaint.
C. Update – Jolynn Picard consumer complaint – Jolynn Picard filed a consumer complaint in 2007. Mr. Sammy Hoover conducted an inspection on July 7, 2007, and it revealed several leaks and siding problems. On February 16, 2011, another inspection was done by Mr. Fred Conner and it revealed serious moisture problems and six items for manufacturer to correct. Mr. Conner recently inspected this home on January 12, 2012 and found items 1&6 were taken care of, but 2-5 had not. Waverlee has worked on the home, but the problems continue to come back. – Waverlee has written the Commission advising they have “suspended operations as of February 6, 2012 and do not have the wherewithal to respond to issues submitted by your office.” Waverlee Homes was issued a subpoena and cease and desist. Liberty Homes was issued a subpoena. Spoke with Mr. Steve Carroll over the phone he advised they are not coming because they are not able to do any work. He also stated Mr. E. Phillip Fowler is no longer with the company.
D. Update- Jerry Landry Jr. d/b/a Simoneaux’s Mobile Home Movers ($4800.00) – Mr. Landry’s installer’s license expired on December 31, 2009. Since that date, he has been fined for installing homes without a license. One home was turned over to the Attorney General and paid, but not corrected. He has three homes that have been corrected, but he still owes fines on them.  Mr. Simoneaux’s told the commission on last month the home that was paid through the A.G. was no longer there. Fred went to the property to confirm and it is still there, no corrections. 
E. License Reconsideration – The retail license application of Lake Area Homes was deferred due to questions concerning the ownership of the company and Ms. Rhonda Michon’s, who had the necessary experience, role in the company.  
4. New Business
A. Complaint 
1. Chinon Washington purchased a Zone 1 home from Sanders and she lives in a Zone 2 area. They have purchased the home back; she needs to know what they plan to do about another home or her money. 

2. City of Hammond Building Department-Bobby Mitchell has filed a complaint against Clayton Homes #171 of Hammond for allowing a manufactured home to be installed without the proper permits. 
3. Angela Breland purchased a modular home from Oak Creek homes in 2009 and filed a complaint with our office in 2010. Two inspections were done. First by Sammy Hoover. Oak Creek made corrections. Fred Conner did the second inspection and determined the foundation cost exceeds $37,500.00 therefore we referred Mrs. Breland to the contractor’s board. She has filed another complaint with our office. 

B. Appeal
1. Sherman Ashworth d/b/a C&S Mobile Home Movers ($3,700.00) – Mrs. Linda Scott purchased two manufactured homes to rent. On December 12, 2011, Investigator Fred Conner inspected them and found they were not set to code. Mrs. Scott stated she hired A-1 M.H.M. of C.P. to install the homes. After they were fined, they faxed a copy of the contract indicating they only hooked and pulled the homes. Therefore, Mrs. Scott was fined. The letter was mailed to her on January 10, 2012, and she received it on January 12, 2012. On January 26, 2012, the set up inspection report was mailed to LMHC office with Mr. Sherman Ashworth’s signature indicating the homes were corrected. Mr. Ashworth did not renew his license until February 7, 2012 because he had a fine. Both homes have been re-inspected and are correct. On March 7, 2012 investigator Danny Dunn inspected this home and found there was no permit sticker and it was installed before Mr. Ashworth was licensed. The homeowner Sheila Morrison states he installed her home on ?????. On March 14, 2012 a fine letter in the amount of $1,100.00 was mailed out certified and accepted on March 17, 2012. On April 3, 2012 a second demand was mailed out by certified mail. On April 4, 2012 Mr. Ashworth faxed in the set-up inspection report and white card from the permit showing the home was installed on March 1, 2012. The permit sticker was purchased March 5, 2012. On April 24, 2012 a third and final demand was mailed out by 1st class mail. 
2. Keith Hebert hired Jeremie Allemand d/b/a Allemand’s Services to transport and      install his manufactured home. Mr. Allemand was fined and appealed it on April 17, 2012. The commission waived the fine based on testimony that Mr. Hebert did not want Mr. Allemand on his property. Therefore, Mr. Hebert was fined for not installing the home properly and applying for a permit. 
3. Phillip D. Ridder Jr. D.M.B. Mobile Home Moving ($1,450.00) IC1003177 & IC1003176 On December 15, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected two homes and found both were not set to code and had no permit stickers. A fine letter in the amount of $1200.00 was mailed to Mr. Ridder by certified mail and accepted on December 17, 2010. On January 5, 2010 a second demand for each home was mailed out by 1st class mail. On January 8, 2011 the set-up inspection reports for both homes was faxed to LMHC indicating both homes were corrected. On January 13, 2011 both homes were re-inspected and both homes were still out of compliance. IC1003176 still was not set to code and had no permit sticker. IC1003177 still had no permit sticker. Mr. Ridder was fined $750.00 on IC1003176 and $500.00 for IC1003176. The letters were mailed certified on January 26, 2011. A second demand was mailed on February 22, 2011 by 1st class mail. A third demand was mailed on March 4, 2011 by 1st class mail. On March 7, 2011 the set-up inspection reports were faxed in indicating the homes were ready for re-inspection. On March 16, 2011 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected both homes and found they were set to code and the permit stickers were on them. On March 3, 2012 Mr. Ridder requested to appeal his fine.
