2. Public Comment

3. Old Business

A. Reading of August 17, 2010 Commission meeting minutes
B. Update – Johnson & Son Wrecker Service (IC1001019) ($1,600.00) – The Commission advised Mr. Johnson to have this home corrected within 2 weeks from June 15, 2010 and the fine would be rescinded.  On July 27, 2010 Johnson & Son, Inc. faxed over a letter indicating this home had been corrected. On August 20, 2010 Investigator Ruven St. Pierre re-inspected this home and found it was still not set to code. A permit sticker was placed on the home and it was traced back to an unlicensed installer, Amite Mobile Home Services LLC, who did not renew for 2010. 
C. Update – Ron Eddy d/b/a Eddy’s Mobile Home Movers ($8,400.00) IC100897,  IC1000898, IC1001143, IC1001144, IC1001149, IC1001332, IC100133, IC1001334, IC1001335, IC1001336, IC1001337, IC1001338, IC1001339, IC1001340 – On June 15, 2010, the Commission voted to rescind these fines if the homes were corrected within 30 days. On Monday, August 2, 2010, Mr. Brent Melancon’s (owner of these homes) secretary called to say that Mr. Ron Eddy had not corrected any of them. On August 2, 2010, a fine letter was mailed out by certified mail and accepted by Ron Eddy implementing these fines.  SAA Sammy Hoover and Investigator Ruven St. Pierre went back out to these homes and will present their findings.

D. Update – Jerry D. Nicholson d/b/a Jerry’s Mobile Home towing ($1,600.00) On August 17, 2010 the Commission voted to reduce all of their fines from $3,500.00 to $1,600.00 and that the 6 homes would need to be corrected in 3 weeks or the fines will be imposed.  Investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected all of these homes and none of them were corrected.
E. License Reconsideration – The broker license of Mildred Weems was originally denied due to lack of experience.  Mrs. Weems has requested to come before the Commission for a re-consideration.
4. New Business
A. Appeals
1. Rick Allen IC1002232, IC1002233, IC1002234, IC1002235, IC1002236 & IC1002237 ($9,600.00) – On August 9, 2010, investigator Danny Dunn inspected 6 homes and found they were not set to code, had no permit sticker and the installer was not licensed.  On August 20, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 for each home was mailed out certified and received by J. R. Prescott.  On August 16, 2010, Mr. Allen came into the office to take the Installer’s Class and asked to appeal his fines. 

2. Glen Dupre d/b/a ASAP Mobile Home Movers LLC IC1000930 ($1,600.00) – On March 15, 2010, we received an installation complaint on Live Oak Mobile Home Movers. So, on April 7, 2010, investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker on it. Live Oak Mobile Home Movers was fined. On May 19, 2010, they advised us that they did not install this home. LMHC contacted the homeowner and found out ASAP had installed this home. ASAP did not renew their license until April 27, 2010. On June 1, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 was mailed out certified and by 1st class mail to ASAP. The certified letter came back unclaimed. On June 29, 2010, a second demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail.  On July 9, 2010, a third and final demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail.  On August 4, 2010, Mr. Dupre called and said he did not install this home; it was a hook and pull only. He said normally he writes hook and pull on the receipt. I advised him he needed to appeal this fine. On August 10, 2010, a letter was received asking to appeal. Home is no longer there.
3. Charles Benoit d/b/a Southern Mobile Transport ($4,200.00)
a. IC1001857- ($1,600.00) On June 28, 2010, a complaint came into the LMHC office  in the form of an e-mail stating a double wide had been placed at 217 Royce St. in Houma without anchors.  On July 6, 2010, investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. He also found out it belonged to Charles Benoit, who was not licensed at the time of this install. Charles Benoit renewed his license on July 6, 2010. So, on July 13, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 was mailed out certified and by 1st class mail. It was accepted by Charles Benoit on August 19, 2010. On August 6, 2010, a second demand letter was mailed by 1st class mail. On August 18, 2010, Charles Benoit came into LMHC office to inquire about the appeal process. I advised to write a letter to appeal.

b. 
IC1002267- ($1,600.00) & ($1,000.00)  On August 19, 2010, another complaint came into the LMHC office indicating they purchased a home from him on January 23, 2009, and which he installed. On August 20, 2010, Investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker on it. On August 23, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 and a $1,000.00 fine was mailed out certified and by 1st class mail. 
4. Jessie F. Smith Jr. d/b/a Trinity Mobile Home Service ($600.00)
a. IC1001608 ($500.00) – On June 17, 2010, investigator Roger Smith inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker on it. On June 21, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out certified and by 1st class mail. It was accepted on July 12, 2010, by Brenda Smith. On July 10, 2010, the set-up inspection report came into the LMHC office signed and dated indicating this home was corrected. On July 27, 2010 investigator Roger Smith re-inspected this home and found the permit sticker was still not on the home. On August 3, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed out certified and by 1st class mail. It was accepted on August 18, 2010. The permit sticker was faxed to the LMHC office on August 2, 2010. On August 20, 2010, a second demand letter was mailed by 1st class mail. On August 28, 2010, a letter was received into the office asking to appeal this fine.
b. IC1002075 ($100.00) – On July 27, 2010, investigator Roger Smith inspected this home and found it had no permit sticker on it. On July 30, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $100.00 was mailed out certified and by 1st class mail. It was received on August 10, 2010 by Brenda Smith. The permit sticker was faxed to the LMHC office on August 2, 2010. On August 20, 2010, a second demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On August 28, 2010, a letter was received into the office asking to appeal this fine.
