4. Vote on FED Learning Center (a BHC company) Fire Alarm Systems course as an Initial certification for 

Fire Alarm. 

5. Vote on Requiring the Conveyance Device qualifiers to submit the Administrative Rules and Plan 

Review/Life Safety Code course upon taking for the first time and every year. This would be effective 

immediately. 

6. Vote on LLSSA Property Protection and Life Safety Course the courses being considered as Initial 

certification courses are as follows:  
a) LLSSA Video Surveillance Technician course as an Initial Certification course for CCTV. 

b) LLSSA Advanced Property Protection Technician course as an equivalent to the ESA/NTS Advance Intrusion 

Systems course and to make it an option for Security Technician and Security Qualifier in conjunction with FAIM 

or the LLSSA Life Safety Alarm course. 

c) LLSSA Household Fire course as an Initial Certification course for Household Fire. 

d) LLSSA Level 1 – Property Protection Technician course as an Initial Certification course for Security Technician. 

e) LLSSA Life Safety Alarm course as an Initial Certification course for Fire Alarm or Household Fire. 

f) LLSSA Property Protection Sales course as an Initial Certification for Property Protection Sales/Design. 

g) LLSSA Courses to be offered for potential Louisiana State Fire Marshal licensees effective immediately. 

7. Vote on LLSSA Challenge Exam for the LLSSA Level 1 – Property Protection Technician. This exam is in 

lieu of taking the three-day course for Level -1 training. The exam is 150 questions. Successful exam 

completion would be equivalent to the LLSSA Level – 1 Property Protection Technician Course. 



8. Complete Electrical Academy – Steve Evers will present the Electronic Security Technician Continuing 

Education course to be considered as a CEU Course for Security. 

9. Stay Safe Enterprises, LLC – Roy Pollack will present the Understanding the Low Voltage Requirements 

of the National Electrical Code (2017) course to be considered as a CEU course for Security, Locksmith, 

CCTV, Door Hardware, Bank Locking, Gate Systems, and Fire Alarm. 

10. Accreditation & Certification Institute –A representative for the American Fence Association will 

present the course to be considered as an Initial certification: Gate Automation Technician Certification 

course for Gate System qualifier.
