Motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Chighizola and unanimously agreed to give Albert Ballard two more weeks to move his boat due to the weather conditions. He stated that we are getting in oyster farm renewals. Gave an update on the GIS repair to the oyster farm. Updated the commissioners on the problems faced on getting a new vehicle. Stated that the Bayou Rigaud Dredging Project has been awarded to Next Generation Logistics and should start by November 2022. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to take an ad in the Grand Isle Map.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to lease property to Devin Cheramie for utility storage only. No living, or any utilities should be on our lot. Proof of insurance is required. The charge will be $200.00 per year as long as it is legal according to our lawyer.
A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 12:52 p.m.
