A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on December 15, 2022, as read.
A joint motion by the Commissioners to authorize GO FISH to take the necessary steps to expand the Oyster Farm #2 to add 12 more farms. GO FISH will handle the permitting process and give the information to the port to start leasing the extra oyster farms.

A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to hire KC Properties and Investments Inc to repair the deck for $24,400.00 due to the deck is a hazard. They will remove the old deck, replace boards and add pilings and walkway where needed. The President is authorized to sign the contract to start the work.

A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to reject the bids to repair the Commercial Dock and to readvertise the job by sections to try to receive more bids. This was recommended by the Engineer.
Director Danos stated that he collected one new boat lease and have 25 leased out. GIS has repaired Oyster Farms 1 & 2. Next Generation Logistics has the dredge sitting on the back of the island to dredge Bayou Rigaud. The spoils will go on Fifi Island. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to approve the financial report and pay all invoices associated with operating the port commission. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to accept the Executive Director’s Report.

A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to keep the insurance for the building being leased by Robert Collins in the port name and have Mr. Collins pay the port for the insurance. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to pay the PAL dues in the amount of $1,100.00.

A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani and unanimously agreed to go into executive session to discuss legal matters at 1:03 p.m.
Motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to reconvene the meeting at 1:15 p.m. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 1:16 p.m.
