Meeting opened at noon by Commissioner Bob Sevin at the Grand Isle Multiplex Building located at 3101 Louisiana Highway 1.  Commissioners present were Bob Sevin, Perry Chighizola, and Ambrose Besson. Commissioners Terrill Pizani and Juanita B. Cheramie were absent.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Chighizola and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on October 30, 2019 as read. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the financial report and pay all the invoices associated with operating the port commission.

Mo Saleh from PEEC addressed the commissioner and stated that we are waiting on FEMA and the state before advertising the project to repair the bulkhead at the Commercial Dock.

Mr. Bill Watkins spoke about a building being rented on the Commercial Dock. The commissioners need to come up with a fee to charge the renter so a price can be set to see when the renter will owe money. Credit will be given when the receipts are brought to the office and then the rent will be deducted from the amount owed. 

Mr. Keller stated 1. That he met with the Mayor and they discussed the new levee board rock project and a channel that was dredged to place the rocks. The Mayor would like the port to come up the mitigation money needed to keep the channel open. 2. Brian Barthelemy would like the port to have pilings placed at the Commercial Dock to get Entergy to install power for his boat. The commissioners stated the tenants will have to place their piling for power. 3. Got some new cameras installed at the Commercial Dock. Had to replace the cameras due to lightning. 
4. Some pilings in Caminada Pass are gone. Do we need to replace them? The board said to apply for the correct coordinates with the Coast Guard leaving out the pilings that are not there. Commissioner Besson made a motion to install new pilings and hire someone to maintain the lights that are on the pilings. The motion has no second. Motion by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson to get prices on installing new pilings and get prices to maintain the lights on the pilings. 5. The roof needs to be replaced on the storage shed that is next to the office. A discussion took place. Motion by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to authorize Mr. Billy Ramagas to replace the roof for $4,500.00 then get with the town to see is they would help with paying for roof repairs. The bid includes material and labor. Mr. Keller got bids from Blake Terrebonne bid $9,027.00 and Billy Ramagas bid $4,500.00. 

President Sevin asked how was collecting the rent on the Commercial Dock going? Only one or two left to pay. We have 3 spaces open. If they do not pay, they need to be evicted. 

Commissioner Besson stated that invoices should be signed by full time employees only.
Commissioner Chighizola would like an updated list of paid owners on the Commercial Dock.

A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 1:32 p.m.
