Meeting opened at noon by Commissioner Perry Chighizola at the Grand Isle Multiplex Building located at 3101 Louisiana Highway 1. Commissioners present were Perry Chighizola, Terrill Pizani, and Ernie Ballard. Commissioner Bob Sevin was absent.
A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on November 14, 2022 as read.
A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to approve the financial report and pay all invoices associated with operating the port commission. 
Mr. Mo Saleh from PEEC gave the following report: 1. Receive 3 bids for the Commercial Dock and the bids will be reviewed and a recommendation will be forth coming to the commissioners. The total funds available is 2.09 million and the bids range from 3.5 million to 5.5 million. 
2. Stated that no bids were received to repair the office. We need to authorize Director Danos to readvertise the repair. Motion by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to readvertise the repairs to the port office.3. The Capital Outlay Projects for the port has been submitted. 
Executive Director Weldon Danos addressed the commissioners and stated that Commercial Dock slips 55 – 57 and 57 – 58 has been vacated. The lessee has left a balance and it was agreed to get the lessee to pay the balance for the time the boats were in the slips. Mr. Laine Fontenot wants to lease a slip and the commissioners agreed to lease him a slip. The oyster farm still has some repair work that GIS is working on. Notified the State Office of Boards and Commissions of the vacancy on the board. Bayou Rigaud dredge should start and should be complete by the end of February 2023. 
The 2014 Dodge Ram Truck Bids are follows: James Durham-$8,777.77, Brian Bodin-$6,545.00, Paul Frazier-$5,001.00, Lonies Mayeux-$4,500.00, Michael Scioneaux-$1,200.00, M. Sherman-$2,450.00, Greg Blanchard-$1,850.00 and Blake Terrebonne-$2,00.00. Motion by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani and unanimously to award the bid to the highest bidder of James Durham for $8,777.77 for the 2014 Dodge Ram 1500 Truck.
Joint motion to authorize Mr. Danos to contact Jefferson Parish and get a cooperative agreement for a used truck from the parish.

A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani and unanimously agreed to purchase four (4) long sleeve work shirts for Elgene Gary from Quality Printing.

Joint motion by the commissioner to approve La. Oyster to lease the land next to the Dry Shrimp Shed to tumble oysters and to charge $500.00 a year lease. 

Motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani and unanimously agreed to have interest in expanding the oyster farm. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 2:34 p.m.
