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OTHER BUSINESS:

RIVER LEVEL:


The prediction right now on the river level and high water event is comparable to the flood in 2011. In 2011, the crest was 32 feet. A crest of 32 feet is again predicted for January 21, 2016. As of January 3rd, the river was at 21 feet, on meeting day at 22 feet, and by Friday, January 8th be at 25.2 feet. Flood stage is 37 feet. In 2011, everything was dry but now with lots of rain everything is saturated which is the concern.
MILEAGE RATE 2016:


The Mileage rate for 2016 will be .54 cents. This is down a little from 2015 which was 57.5 cents.

HAZELWOOD ENERGY:


Port Attorney James Lopez reported that the Port has filed in the Daily World a public notice for our bill that the Port will file with the Legislature to make the changes that were asked to be made to accommodate the Hazelwood Project.
