GRANT APPLICATION:


Lynn and Jacque met with the representatives at Alon on Friday, March 3rd. They can combine the two grant applications for the renovation of the American Legion Building and the embankment problems. By combining the two together, it may help in getting awarded a higher monetary amount.

GRIMMETT PROPERTY:


Mr. Bradley Grimmett was sent a certified letter explaining the termination of his hunting rights under the agreement of the lease. He contacted Jacque and was very understanding and has said he will be very interested in submitting a bid on a new hunting lease on the property when bid packets become available. Jacque suggested doing a one year lease with the Port having the option to terminate in 30 days if needed.
DOCK 3:


Jacque also discussed the meeting that took place with Alon and Steven Chachere on Friday, March 3rd. There are several embankment problems but the one that is crucial at this point is Dock 3 which is located on Port property. There is a 10% requirement of the amount we are applying for. Lynn feels the Port’s 10% can be some of our equity capital but Steven Chachere says maybe the new company coming in at Alon may put up another 10% in a dollar amount which may help the grant application as well. They are also going to include their engineering studies that have already been done.
ALON SPHERE:

Last month at a Port meeting, there was a discussion about the sublease on the sphere with Alon and MRT and also the amended lease with MRT. Everyone has approved the language on the amended lease drafted by Jacque. They are currently waiting on Mr. Ralph Chustz to initiate the contact with Alon.
MRT:


President Thibodeaux, along with Lynn and Jacque, attended a meeting in New Orleans with the Corps of Engineers and the engineers with MRT to address several issues on the project. After the meeting, it is the hope that the application will be granted by the 
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Corps.
The next meeting date was scheduled for April 03, 2017. There being no
further business, Commissioner Ken Vidrine motioned for the meeting to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Paul DiCapo.
