PORT OF ST. BERNARD:


The Violet Dock Port has filed a motion for a rehearing due to the close vote. The PAL Ports, as well as the St. Bernard Port, has filed an opposition to that. The Louisiana Supreme Court has not yet acted on it.

CABOT LEASE:


An MOU was sent to Cabot Industries on behalf of the Port for what the Commissioners agreed upon for the new lease. Cabot has agreed to the following:

On the acreage:
1st 5 years - $2000.00 per acre

2nd 5 years - $2500.00 per acre

Yearly Cost of Living increase thereafter
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On the monthly thruput:
1st 5 years - .02 per barrel






Consumer Price Index increase thereafter.
