MINUTES REGULAR MEETING
President Daryl Ferrara called the Regular Meeting to order at 12:00 noon on Tuesday, July 14, 2020 at the Ponchatoula City Hall Chamber, 125 W. Hickory St., Ponchatoula, LA 70454
Helen Muller, Administrative Secretary, gave the invocation and Commissioner Nelson followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

It was moved by Commissioner Williams and seconded by Commissioner Nelson that the South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission adopt the minutes of the Regular Monthly Meeting held on June 9, 2020, as presented. TREASURER’S REPORT:  
The Financial Reports for the month ending June 30, 2020 was presented by Commissioner Brumfield. She reported that the Income Statement total revenues were $92,281.74 and total expenses were $26,467.26 leaving a net income of $65,814.48. The Budget Vs Actual 2020 report for June showed Total Revenues $858,767.30  Total Expenses $734,339.69  leaving a Net Income of $124,427.61. Balance Sheet report showed Total Assets $ 7,824,812.89  Total Liabilities & Capital $7,824.812.89 for period ending June 30, 2020. 
It was moved by Commissioner Brumfield and seconded by Commissioner Nelson that the South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission approve the financial reports for the period ending June 30, 2020  as presented by Commissioner/Treasurer Brumfield. 1. DOTD- Port Priority State Project: SPN-578-53-0012/H.003600 (323)

   Bulkhead, Yard Hard Surfacing and Rail Improvements, Phase III Update

Port Director, Patrick Dufresne reported that the project closure was still pending/waiting for the contractor to provide a clear lien certificate on SPN 578-53-00012/H.003600 (323) before the remaining retainage fee can be paid. He reported that DOTD is in the process of reviewing the Rail Tie Maintenance & Improvement plans and specifications documents prior to the bidding process for the project. 

2.  LA DOTD Port Priority State Project H.011927- Transload Improvements  
The port director reported and gave a brief update relative to the next Port Priority application grant approved by DOTD for Transloading Improvements updating the Commissioners on the various phases relative to coordinating help/work with CN and crew in advance for road crossing issues. 

3. Prospective Tenant (s) Update
It was reported by the Port Director that he was getting additional request for more railcar storage

at the Port Manchac terminal, reporting that there is not enough track space to accommodate  additional railcar storage at this time.  Due to economic reasons, prospects are looking for ways to facilitate/transport their big chemical volume products by rail rather than truck.  President Ferrara questioned if Port Manchac was being competitive in the pricing for railcar storage ?  The

port director response was yes to the question, stating that after researching other facilities Port Manchac is very accessible and competitive for railcar storage.

It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Commissioner Brumfield, that the Commission approve payment on the July, 2020 invoices, as presented by Treasurer/Commissioner Brumfield . President Ferrara asked the port director if the current tenant had, in place, a continuity plan for hurricane preparedness  and other emergency plans that can be reviewed and updated on an annual basis. The director reported that the Commission has a protocol plan on file for an Emergency Response Action Plan (ERAP) from the current tenant that is designed to minimize hazards to human health or the environment from oil or chemical spills or other potential emergency situations that could threaten human health or the environment. He  stated that he would contact the tenant to see if there were any changes in their existing ERAP plans and report back to the Commission at their next meeting.
5. Committee Reports
 There were no Committee Reports.
6. Insurance RFP Update
    a) Resolution         
The port director reported that he followed up on the Commission request/suggestion relative to seeking an extension, of 90 days, prior to renewal on its insurance coverage. The request for an extension was not granted, so as a result, the time frame for coverage payment was due. After discussing the matter, the Commission agreed to award Jackson & Vaughan for insurance coverage according to the acceptance of their submitted, May 4, 2020, proposal for insurance coverage for FY 2020-2021.  The director also reported that he has contacted various insurance companies by
 e-mail, phone, and U.S. mail to send out packets to each for their review of the Ports needs relative to future recommended coverage availabilities for general marine, terminal and pollution liabilities. This will allow the Commission time to research all avenues for quotes relative to insurance RFP in the future.

Commissioner Nelson introduced the resolution for acceptance of insurance coverage.
Moved by Commissioner Williams seconded by Commissioner  Brumfield that the Commission authorize Patrick J. Dufresne, Executive Director, to execute any and all documents pertaining to the Request for Insurance Proposals, for the South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission/Port Manchac for Insurance Coverage in acceptance of the lowest qualified proposal from Jackson-Vaughn Agency Inc., dated May 4, 2020, for the port’s insurance coverage for FY- June 2020-2021, in the amount of  $57,923.32. The comprehensive package includes: 1) Property/Inland Marine, 2) General Liability (including the additional 100 acres), 3) Non-Owned & Hired Auto, 4) Employee Dishonesty, 5) Workmen’s Compensation,  6) Director’s and Officers Liability, and 7) Dock and Pier protection.
