                                     MINUTES REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING 
The Regular meeting was called to order by President Don Boihem at 12:00 noon on Tuesday, May 12 2015, at the office of the South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission, 163 W. Hickory Street, Ponchatoula, Louisiana.

All visitors in attendance were introduced and welcomed.  
The president, hearing no public comments, then asked for a motion to adopt the May meeting agenda as presented.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

Ms. Lee Barends, bookkeeper, was asked to present the Financial Reports for the month ending April 30, 2015. The total revenues were $18,997.06 and the total expenses were $32,684.37, leaving a negative net income of $13,687.31.  A brief explanation was giving in reference to the Year to Date Variance report stating that some minor changes/adjustment  may be made regarding the Capital Outlay expenses, and the  bi-annual insurance premiums which will be reported on the June/July report.   Hearing no additions or deletions, a motion for approval of the April 2015 financials, as presented, was made by Commissioner Farrera and seconded by Commissioner Joubert .  Motion passed. OLD BUSINESS: 

1. DOTD- Port Priority State Project: SPN 578-053-00113 (321)
    Bulkhead, Lay-down Area, and Dredging Project

Patrick Dufresne, port director, reported that after a long, but successful bidding process that three (3) bid/proposals had been received.  Two bids were hand delivered and the other one was an on-line bid/proposal through the Central Auction House web-site.  He presented the Tabulation of Bids received for the Commissioner’s review and approval. Professional Construction Services, Inc. came in with the lowest qualified base bid at $1,463.955 for the project.  In addition to that URS/AECOM had commented/recommended that PCS be accepted for the project. The PCS Company is known for having a very good track record according to contacts in the local construction industry. The Commission was informed that a formal resolution was requested from the LA DOTD as an essential part of the bid process in awarding the successful contractor for the project. A resolution was presented for the Commission’s approval to award the contract to the lowest responsive bidder- PCS.

It was moved by Commissioner Ferrara seconded by Commissioner Drake III, that the Commission approve and accept, PCS-Professional Construction Services, Inc, proposal for the Shoreline Protection, Dredging, Loading Dock & Laydown Yard at Port Manchac, port improvements project under the Louisiana Port Construction  & Development Priority Program.  Based upon URS/AECOM bid tabulations PCS-Professional Construction Services, Inc, was the lowest qualified bidder, base bid amount of $1,463.955. Motion passed. 2. Prospective Tenant (s) Project Research Update 
The port director gave a summary of the recent meeting held with a potential tenant and Bill Poland, the port’s Marketing Consultant, in regards to opportunities involving the company/client interests in a transloading operations by rail, truck &

barge and possible usage of a building for Polymer’s and other agricultural products. President Boihem and the port director also met with the business development contact person with the Port of New Orleans to discuss meeting with other potential contacts at the maritime conference/meeting held in New York City.  In conclusion the port director thanked President Boihem for attending the meeting.   Discussion will continue with the assistance of the Port of New Orleans, pertaining to the pending Cooperative Endeavor Agreement.  The next LA-DOTD Port Priority grant will be used to facilitate the trans- loading of products into containers and to utilize Building # 2 on a long-term basis in the future.  The port director also met with CN an logistics Company operating out of Hammond  and  introduced  the contact Stacy Neal with T.E.D.F. to provide potential incentive information. 

3.  Building # 3 –Addition Update
The port director reported that the addition to Building # 3 was still pending and after speaking with Senator Bodi White and Representative Pugh at the ground breaking ceremony he felt confident, with their support, and they were pleased with the port accomplishments, that the Capital Outlay funding will be forth coming for the project. The Commission will be kept informed as the project progresses.
4.  Bayou Signs/Hwy 51- Vegetation Maintenance-
No update was received from the client who recommended vegetation maintenance work be done along Hwy 51 and Interstate 55.  
5.  Generator Project Update (FEMA-Grant No. 1603-DR-LA-0079)
The Agreement has been signed with URS/AECON to handle the project management services for the project.   A meeting will soon be held with all parties involved in regards to the design and  installation of generators and where the location would be best for  the 1 fixed and 1 mobile unit, while taking into consideration to making them versatile at both locations.
