President Don Boihem called the Regular Meeting to order at 12:00 noon on Tuesday, September 13, 2016, at the office of the South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission, 163 W. Hickory Street, Ponchatoula, Louisiana.

President Boihem asked for a motion to approve the September 13, 2016 Agenda, as presented.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

Commissioner Joubert presented the financials for the month ending August 31, 2016. Reporting, from the August 2016 Actuarial Income Statement, the total Revenues was $ 988,481.82 and the total expenses were $ 1,088,294.55 leaving a negative net income of $99,812.73.  The Year to Date Budget Balance Sheet showed a, off budget, negative net Income of $288,457.60.  The Balance Sheet Report Total Current Assets were $507,432.93 and Total Current Liabilities were $60,736.93. Total Liabilities & Capital $6,378,807.62. Hearing no additions or deletions a motion for approval was requested.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. DOTD – Port Priority State Project:  SPN 578-53-0012 (322)          
a) Resolution
Director Patrick Dufresne reported that the payments and final paper work were completed based on the Bulkhead project.  The director reported that the 1st Phase of the Bulkhead Project is now complete. Now that the first phase, in a series of port improvements, the director also provided information on three proposals/options, for discussion, pertaining to the revisions in the design plans and specifications for Phase II of the Bulkhead project.  The remaining, three-quarters of a million, funds in the Port Construction and Development Priority Program grant application would be taken into consideration prior to moving forward with Phase II of the Bulkhead project and future port improvements. He requested amending the agenda to include a resolution for authorization to move forward with Phase II and include a Work Authorization for AECOM to make the revisions/modifications in the design plans and specifications. 

It was moved by Commissioner Drake III and seconded by Commissioner Brumfield that the Commission amend its agenda to include under Old Business Item 1. a Resolution for approval, as requested.  Motion passed. Yeas: 5 Boihem, Brumfield, Drake III, Ferrara and Joubert Nays: 0 Absent: 2 Daniels II and Watkins 

The resolution was introduced by Secretary Drake III in regards to the Bulkhead Phase II project.
It was moved by Commissioner Drake III and seconded by Commissioner Brumfield that the Commission authorizes Patrick Dufresne, Port Director, approved Bulkhead Phase II, SPN 578-53-0012 (322), Port Improvements project, requesting that revisions be made to the design plans and specifications to be in compliance with the guidelines established in the Port Construction and Development Priority Program grant application.  This resolution allows AECOM Corporation Work Authorization for the modification, preparation and submission for services to be rendered. The total cost of the revised plans and specification design work performed by AECOM  Corporation not to exceed the amount of $75,000. Motion passed. 2.  Prospective Tenant (s) Update 

The port director reported that the marketing campaign remains on-going with CN and the Polymer Pellet Manufacturing Industry.  The port will continue pursuing prospects interest in rates for railcar storage, container shipments, and warehouse storage for various commodities. 

3. FEMA EMERGENCY/Stand-by Generator Project Update 

The port director gave a brief summary on status of the Emergency Stand-by Generator project and requested approval to execute the documentation to advertise for Bids/Request For Proposals in order to move forward with installation of the generators.

A resolution was introduced by Secretary Drake III to advertise this project.

It was moved by Commissioner Ferrara, seconded by Commissioner Brumfield, that the Commission authorize Patrick Dufresne, Executive Director, to empower and execute any and all documents pertaining to the Request For Proposals, as advertised, for the Emergency/Stand-by Generator Equipment installation project, for the Port Manchac-Inter-modal Terminal located at 31450 Highway 51 South, Manchac, LA 70421. The project funding, not to exceed the awarded amount of $265,500.00, is from the State of Louisiana, Governor’s Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness, FEMA-Grant #1603-DR-LA-0079, for FEMA Emergency Generator Application Request.. 1. Federal Appropriations Small Vessel Dock Project

   a) Resolution

The port director informed the Commission that the Small Vessel Dock project at the Port Manchac Inter-modal terminal (Project No. B-10-SP-LA-0320) design plans and specifications, submitted by Thomas E. Pittman, P.E, Consulting Engineer, were reviewed and approved. A resolution was also requested by the port director pertaining to advertising the project for bids/request for proposals. 

Secretary Drake III  introduced a resolution  to advertise the project.

It was moved by Commissioner Ferrara, seconded by Commissioner Brumfield that the Commission authorizes Patrick Dufresne, Port Director, to advertise a Request for Proposals for the construction of a Small Vessel Dock along the Southern Shoreline of the Port Manchac inter-modal terminal. The contract shall be awarded to the lowest qualified bidder and the work shall be performed in accordance with all, state, and federal rules and regulations. Preparation and submission for services to be rendered and advertised in the Port’s Official Journal of Record and the Central Auction House electronic bidding service requesting bid/proposals for the related construction of project will be coordinated by, Thomas E. Pittman, P.E., Consulting Engineer, the port’s project consultant of record. Motion passed. Yeas: 5 Boihem, Brumfield, Drake III, Ferrara and Joubert Nays: 0 Absent: 2 Daniels II and Watkins

Port Director, Patrick Dufresne, announced that the American Association of Port Authorities will be holding their  3-4 day Annual Conference in New Orleans with a Welcome reception on Monday, October 24, 2016. An official invitation will be sent to the Commissioner prior to the event. 
Commissioner Joubert inquired about the cutting of trees, along Hwy 51 that are blocking visibility of the port site from Interstate 55. The tentative  meeting with DOTD to discuss the issue  has been put on hold since the August flooding .
Commissioner Ferrara inquired about the status of the 100 acres  adjacent  to port’ s property. The Commission’s legal counsel is still working on the matter.
President Boihem thanked everyone for their interest and attendance, saying a lot is going on at the Port and its heading in the right direction.
