The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, January 21, 2021, at 
4:00 p.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer 
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on December 8, 2020 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated that 1. The contractor has damaged some property and we will need to put asphalt on the damaged property. He will order 2 loads to repair and the contractor will spread asphalt and fix the property. 2. Two pump stations are ready to bid and working with other engineers to complete their pump stations.  3. Great Lakes has completed dredging and now will dress up levee. President Camardelle stated that the contractor, the state, CRPA and GIS Engineering are doing a great job. The handicap walkway has been damaged, and we are working on getting it repaired. Not sure if state or the Corps will repair the walkway. 4. Working on ATF permit for Walnut levee with the Corps. 
President Camardelle stated he is working on our Capital Outlay request so we can start building more levees. CPRA will match the money to help build more levees on the north side of Grand Isle. Mr. Camardelle thanked Jefferson Parish President, Councilman Templet, State Representative Orgeron, State Senator Connick with supporting our Capital Outlay Projects that consist of building levees and installing more pump stations. ore projects. President Camardelle stated that the annual trip to Washington DC will not take place this year due to Covid. He is meeting with Senator Cassidy’s representative on the island this week. Mr. Camardelle also thanked Senator Kennedy, Senator Cassidy, Representative Graves and Scalise for assistance with the front hurricane protection levee. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the district.
Commissioner Besson stated that the tractor is working. President Camardelle stated that the shed is damaged, and we will have to look at getting it fixed to store the levee board equipment in.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 4:30 p.m.
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
