The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Friday, February 11, 2022, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on January 28, 2021, as read.

A motion was made by Commissioner Scioneaux, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on February 2, 2021, as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering addressed the board and stated: 1. The Cheniere Caminada Bayou Thunder culture survey is complete, and the channel has to be moved in order to not disturb the findings from the survey. 2. The town will host a meeting with various agencies to discuss the cleaning of the waterways around Grand Isle. 3. The levee inspection needs to be done and the grass needs to be cut in order to perform the survey. 4. A drainage assessment is under way for all the town ditches. 5. Working on the segmented rock breakwaters for Caminada Pass. Charles McDonald is helping with this project. 6. Need to set up meeting with Capital Outlay to move forward on more levees and breakwaters. 

President Camardelle stated that the commissioners will be going to Washington in March to lobby for funding and to get the gulf levee repaired and rocks installed. Spoke to Senator Connick and Representative Orgeron, they are in the middle of redistricting. He thanked the Jefferson Parish Officials, State Senator and Representative and our federal delegation for giving us the needed help to get Grand Isle back. 
Mr. Weldon Danos from the Grand Isle Port Commission addressed the commissioners and stated that he is working with FEMA and trying to get the office repaired. He attended the PAL meetings in DC and spoke to the Louisiana Delegation.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee district.
