The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, February 28, 2018, at 
10:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on February 15, 2018 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering gave the following report: 1. He stated that the Bayside Permit is waiting for the final signature from the Corps. 2. He stated that the 8-year maintenance permit is waiting on comments from to proceed to the next step of the permit process. 3. The after the fact permit for the levee under the emergency has been submitted and is under review. 4. The new equipment has been ordered and should arrive around the end of April. 5. The notice to proceed with the plans for Bayou Thunder for more breakwaters has been signed
President Camardelle stated that they are going to Washington DC Sunday to meet with the Louisiana Delegation to follow up for funding for our projects. He is also working closely with the State and Parish Officials to match monies from Washington. He thanked Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, the levee board commissioners, Town Officials, Jefferson Parish Council Roberts and Templet, CPRA, and our federal delegation for helping us to build more breakwaters. He also thanked the residents and visitors for contacting their state, federal and local officials to help support Grand Isle’s projects.
A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee district.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to table the lease for Elmer’s Island to use for the airport.
