The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, March 9, 2021, at 
3:00 p.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Michael Scioneaux  

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on February 23, 2021 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated that 1. Waiting on IG from Capital Outlay for 1.5 million for more levees and breakwaters.  2. Mr. Tim Osborne placed the breakwaters on the front and back side of Grand Isle in Aids to Navigational Charts. 3. Working with the Coast Guard because they want the levee board to install lights on the breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle. Joint motion to order recommended lights need for breakwaters from First Choice Marine and Supply not to exceed $8,045.00. We will meet with Coast Guard to see if we can use the existing pilings that mark the breakwaters. 4. Waiting on the funding for the new pumps. 
President Camardelle stated that he is working with Chip Cahill and the company who is finding all the property owners in Grand Isle. We have received an invoice and will discuss with abstract company. The levee board should be receiving money from Capital Outlay to build levees and breakwaters. President Camardelle thanked CPRA, Chip Kline, the Governor, Representative Orgeron, Rep Bishop, Senator Connick for always helping the levee district when needed. Grand Isle has friends in the parish, state and federal level and are always willing to send services, assistance or whatever we need.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the district.
A discussion took place concerning the shed on the levee board property that we leased from DOTD on Chighizola Lane. It was mentioned that it would cost more to fix it up so we will get prices on new building.
A motion was made by Commissioner Scioneaux, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 3:56 p.m.
