  MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

WEDNESDAY, JUNE  28, 2023

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, June 28, 2023, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Community Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr, Michael Scioneaux

Absent:  0
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

Motion by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on June 14, 2023, as written.

President Camardelle gave the following engineering report: 1. The Cheniere Caminada Breakwater Project is complete and sent invoices to the state. 2. The Engineers are redesigning the Orange Street Pump station to save money. 3. GIS Engineering is working on a grant from NOAA for the Bayou Thunder Project. This project is shovel ready. 4. We are in Hurricane Season and have pumps on stand by in case we need them. 5. Working with Capital Outlay for money levees and rocks. 6. Working with Cox and Exxon to find out who owns the property where we want to install catch basin to help elevate with tidal conditions.
Mr. Weldon Danos from the Grand Isle Port Commission addressed the board and gave the following report: We are working on the Port Facility Roads, Kayak Launch, and the ADA Fishing Pier. The bids are in the newspaper and will be opened August 2, 2023. The Commercial Dock Slips renewals were mailed out and the fee will not be increased this year due to the hardships the Commercial Fishermen are enduring. 
President Camardelle stated that we are working on a lot of projects like more levees, finish the breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle and renourish the ones that need it and pump stations. He stated that he was busy monitoring the session. It was a lot of work but Grand Isle received money for our projects.  When you work with all the agencies and meet with them you get things for the island. He thanked Senator Allain and Connick and Representative Orgeron for helping with Capital Outlay funding. He also thanked Congressman Ricky Templet and Marion Edwards, Jefferson Parish President Cheng, the Governor, CPRA, the town, the levee board commissioners, and the port for working toward the betterment of the island. He also thanked the federal delegation, Steve Scalise, Troy Carter, Garrett Graves, Bill Cassidy, and John Kennedy for their help with levee board projects. 
A joint motion was offered by the commissioners of the levee district to approve the following resolution:

President Camardelle and Commissioner Besson went look at an Army Surplus Truck in the federal yard. A donation will pay for the truck and Grand Isle will be able to use it for this Hurricane Season.
