The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Thursday, July 21, 2016, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on June 30, 2016 as read.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on July 15, 2016 as read.

Oneil Malbrough from GIS Engineering stated that the survey work of the rock breakwaters and back levee system was completed and there are a couple of trouble spots on the back levee system. It was also noted that tidal water is entering the ditches and is being recirculated through the drainage pumps in some low spots on the levees.  The levee district has stockpiled dirt in case of any levee breaches with the upcoming storm season.

President Camardelle stated that a meeting on Grand Isle will be coordinated with the Corp and CPRA to give them a tour of our projects and view problems with our levee systems. Mr. Camardelle also stated that the commissioners might have to go to Washington DC in September to get language in for money to complete the rock segmented breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle.

President Camardelle thanked Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, Governor Foster, CPRA, the levee board commissioners, Jefferson Parish Officials, the town council for helping with the needs of Grand Isle. Mr. Camardelle also stated that he is working with Wildlife and Fisheries to keep Elmer’s Island open to the public as stated when the levee board worked to get the land to build the levees between Fourchon and Elmer’s Island.
