LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, October 30, 2019, at 
9:30 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  2 Commissioners – David Camardelle and Kelly Besson, Sr.  

Absent: 1 Commissioner – Arthur Bellanger 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on October 11, 2019 as read.

Mr. Malbrough stated that 1. The contractor for the segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle has been issued the Notice to Proceed and should be on the island doing some dredging work in order to get the barge full of rocks close to the project site. 2. The plans for the Bayou Thunder Breakwater are complete and waiting on the permit.
President Camardelle stated that he met with Cox on the island and they agreed to install some culverts and gates to help with the tidal action. Mr. Camardelle thanked GIS Engineering, Mr. Malbrough, and all the Town Outside Employees for helping with our drainage problems. We had several portable pumps out to help drain the island. He also thanked Councilman Ricky Templet, Cynthia Shang, Paul Johnston, and other Jefferson Parish Officials for sending the emergency pumps to Grand Isle. We have submitted projects to Capital Outlay for pumps and levees. We spoke to the port commission to build a levee on their property to help with high tides. We are moving forward with our levee on the north side of Grand Isle. Mr. Camardelle thanked Governor Edwards, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, and Jefferson Parish officials for getting the money to continue the segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the district including the dirt used to fix the levees.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 10:51 a.m.
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
