Harvey Christian was present at the meeting representing the Department of Transportation and
Development of Louisiana as the Red River Levee & Drainage District as guests.

Mr. Robert Burleson made a motion seconded by Mr. Daniel Cason that the following permits
are approved:

The permit application dated April 23, 2013 from Shell Exploration & Production Co.
(SWEPI LP) is to construct well site access road with a 16’ X 8” aluminum box culvert
across Susie Bayou that is within Red River Levee & Drainage District in Red River
Parish, Louisiana. This project will take place in Section 17, Township 12 North, and
Range 10 West. The well location name for the project is HA RA SUZ; Glover 20 Well.
This permit request is approved. LA DOTD and the Army C.O.E. have issue a “No
Objection” for this application.

The permit application dated February 28, 2013 from Encana Oil & Gas (USA), Inc. is to
drill and Develop 5 horizontal natural gas wells from site a less than 1000” from the toe
of a levee associated with the Red River within Red River Levee & Drainage District in
Red River Parish, Louisiana. This project will take place in Section 19, 30, & 31,
Township 14 North, Range 10 West. The well location names for the project are Denny
Bertolla 30-19HC-1 & 2 ALT and 30-31HC-1, 2, & 3 ALT. This permit is approved.
LA DOTD and the Army C.O.E. have issued a letter of “No Objection” for this
application.

This permit application dated February 5, 2013 from Encana Oil & Gas (USA), Inc> is to
drill and develop 2 horizontal natural gas wells, Bundrick 35-2HC-1 and Bundrick 35-
2HC-2, where the drill path of which cross a levee associated the Red River within Red
River Levee & Drainage District in Red River Parish, Louisiana at an approximate depth
of 12,555°. This project will take place in Section 35, Township 14 North, Range 11
West and Section 2, Township 13 North, Range 11 West. The well location names for
the project are Bundrick 35-2HC-1 and Bundrick 35-2HC-2. This permit request is
approved. LA DOTD and the Army C.O.E. have issued a letter of “No Objection” for
this application.
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Mike Shiflett Consulting Firm specializing in flood protection and Richard Brontolli with Red
River Waterway Commission would like to be invited to talk with the board.

Set millage tax July 9, 2013 meeting.

The board received the inspection from the Corp of Engineers for 2012 for the Red River Right
Bank Levee Segment and the 2012 Annual Inspection Reports for the Bayou Nicholas Levee and
East Point Levee segments. A rating of unacceptable has been given to each levee segment for
which the board has maintenance responsibility. Deficiencies were noted during the inspection
that require immediate corrective actions performed by our district. They recommend we use the
reports and checklists in scheduling routine maintenance activities. Two years is the time they
have given the board to correct these deficiencies.

The minutes were approved for the previous meeting.

The current bills were presented and the Secretary was authorized to pay.
